*he next day the Jordsmian forces tlanted a highly explosive
device on the Red Tine road eard cn the arriva1 of the convoy of
vehicles carrying ne bers cf the loeal tribal diviesiony the
Jordanian explided the explosive deyice under one of these vehicles
leading to the injury of large numbers of the divisicn including
the so-called Saeced #1i Tshab nickramed Shakis. During the classhes
ranging betveen the Jordapnian ercensries 3nd "€ bers of this t ribal
divisicn the Jcrdanians combed the area with artillery to cemouflagge
what is going cn insice the centre and to vrevent the arrival of
reir force~ents from the other tribal divisiouns. ihe Jordanisns
have set up their artillery guns ~nd nachine-zuns on the houses of
citizens at Vadi Yher in the Centr:1 Hegion.

It is wcrth recillirg that there clashes took place fol'owing
the break out of differences and <uarrels between the Jordanian
of ficer called :smdooh and ohe of theiebers - of the Peit Qatn division
called Eakheet #h-ed ‘uhadd Khayzare. The ercenary Jordanian officer
opened fire on the sbove-naned sné killed bim. Tt is clesr  that
this incident.was not the only ome to occur between the tribal
divisicns and the Jorfanian andIrsnian forces as the previcus periods
witnessed a chain of such incidents which took rlace ketween ae-bers
of thése divisicns and the Irinisn or Jordsnian forces or between
them due tc the sherp contradicticns between these forces on one

hand ané the invasic forces and Jordanian mercenaries on the other.

SABOOS REGIME

American impcrialism saved the puppet regime in Muscat frem
bankruptcy as it extended to this regime the sum of 150 million
dollars. Observers say that this loan is regarded as a confirmation
of the concern showed by American imperialism towards the Arabian
Gulf area in gencral and the Sultanate of Oman in particular and
that the United States is very keen to ensure the safety of the
puppet regime in Muscat and as such it is prepared to extend all
types of aid and backing which will ensure for it longness and
continuation, These aids include endless military and economic
aid.

This loan is regarded as the rescuer of the budget of the
Gaboos regime which budget is threatened with complete collapse
as a result of the dreadful failure suffered by it.

However, the Governments af Saudi Arabia and the Federation
of “mirates in sorth Oman show indignation and resentment due to
the increase or requests by the Qaboos regime for loans from them.
It is to be rccallcd that these two government have undertaken to
finance some projects (constructional) but in view of the bankruptey
suffered by tic .aboot treasury, financial demands by Qaboos from
the two govcrxnbntk increased and this led to such indignation,

Officials in these two countries ask where the huge oil
royalties go. ;

Of course the Laboos regime cannot give the classical answer
which it used to repeat that the war consume such royalties because
such an answer is no more convincing to them since they know the
fact and that Qa2boos is not shouldering the expenses of the war
alone as more than one part is contributing in it to reduce the
burdens from the ,aboos regime. The provisions of the proclaimed
budget explain such thing more than any other thing.

If there is any one not knowing where the royalties of Omani
0il go, then he Las to enter the palaces of Gaboos and members
of his family and to sit with one of tle mercenaries and one
of the lackeys whon then he will find a satisfying and convincing
answer simultaneously. But the question which is supposed to by
put up is: why the Saudi and North Oman regimes back up the Qaboos
regime? If these two regimes are really not pleased with the
situation in the Sultanate?
