During the period 20th Decem-
ber, 1973 to 30th November,
1974, our revolutionaries launc-
hed the following military oper-
ations in the Red Line and al-
Mammar against the Iranian
invaders. (Excluded from these
figures are other operations
launched against the other non-

“The So-called Omani Def-
ence Ministry in Museat issued
on Thursday 12th - December,
1974, a communique in which
it confessed the death of nine of
the Iranian soldiers in the bat-
tles at present raging between
the forces of t h e People’s
Liberation Army and those
soldiers stationed in the Western
Region of the liberated Omani
territories since the beginning
of last November.

The communique said: “Our
forces are continuing their
military operations in their
Southern Region of the Sou-
thern area in collaboration with
the brotherly Iranian forces
operating in the Sultanate.”

Qals Azzawawi, Foreign Min-
ister of the Sulfanate, me t
on 10th October, 1974, the Arab
and foreign Ambassadors
accredited to Muscat and asked
them to inform their govern-
ments about the withdrawal of
the Iranian forces from th e
Omani territories. He alleged
that the forces of his govern-
ment have taken the place of
the Iranian forces.

This new statement, which
was quoted by news agencies
the day before yesterday from
Muscat, was at all not a sur-
prise to us nor to our Omani
masess and Arab nation. Such
contradiction in Qaboosite state-
ments and exercises of the of-
ficials in Muscat became some-
thing usual and customary-
This proves the extent of trust
and respect hidden by these of-
ficials for their relations with
them.

This confession in our view
comes to confirm several facts
which in turn indicate to the
evidences shown hereunder:-

1) This confesssion expresses
anéw a shameless challenge by
the rulers of Muscat for the
wish of our Omani people and
Arab nation, Behind this chal-
lenge lies the following indica-
tlons:-

a) The puppets have received
a new confirmation from t h e
rulers of Teheran to increase
their inclusive backing and sup-
port for them.

b) The rulers of Muscat have
obtained an affirmation from
the Arab reactionary rulers not
only for overlooking the Iranian
invasion but also to confront
any bid for pressure undertaken
by any State or Arab national
forces against t h e hireling
regime in Muscat.

2) This means that the puppet
regime in Muscat had complet-
ely handed over the fate and
destiny of the Omani people and
homeland to the Persian inva-
ders. This points out to the ex-
tent of danger which surrounds
this peopls and homeland.

3) The Qaboos regime is pre-
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pared to keep itself in this area
in the place where puppet
Abdulla was standing during
the usurpation of Palestine and
to hand over this territory to
Persian invaders in return for
preserving his throne.

In front of all this, we appeal
to every patriot and nationalist
who is keen about our homeland
and every Arab eager for the
safety of this nation to appreci-
safety of this nation to realise
the serious situation to which
our homeland is liable and the
consequences that will
result from s u ¢ h situation
which will threaten not
only the area of the Arabian
Gulf and Arabian Peninsula but
also the rest of the grand Arab
homeland.

The Arab nation - national
regimes and peoples - are
required to adopt serious steps
for facing such dangers and
the first of these steps are:-

1) expulsion of the puppet
Qaboos regime from the Arab

The handing over of these
Omani citizens to the traitorous

Therefore, all nationalist and

Oman enjoys an important
strategic position in the whole
of the Arabian Gulf an d
Arabian Peninsula w h i ¢ h
governs the most important in-
ternational waterway linked by
direct relations with oil. Beside
this Oman is a rich land hold-
ing beneath it vast oil wgallhs
and huge quantities of mineral
wealths in addition to beinga
profitable trading spot for
capitalist markets.

These important features of
the area of Oman attraced ex-
tengively the forees of imperia-
{ism which were pushed by their
-desires and ambitions to have

the arena to realise many of the
accomplishments and victories,
the biggest of which were
liberation of the biggest portion
of the area of Dhofar an d
establishment of the revolution’s
state power over it as well as
drawing up a new specimen for
the life of the citizens in the
light of the sovereignty of the
people and their reyolution over
their land.

WHAT IS AFTER T HE

IRANIAN INVASION

It is very logical that th e
Iranian invasion became an in-
centive for rousing the national
feelings of every Omani keen
about his homeland which he
must see independent and enjoy-
ing full sovereignty.

This is what has been confir-
med by the events witnessed by
the areg since the Iranian in-
vasion of our country during
which our people with braven-
ess resisted this invasion and
showed complete preparedness
to introduce sacirfices in order
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to safeguard their freedom and
to push away the invaders, The
heroisms, outlined by th e
People’s Liberation Army, the
People’s Militia, the masses of
the liberated areas and all
masses of the people throughout
the Omani homeland, are certain
proofs for all reactionaries and
their imperialist masters that
our people reject completely to
bow for the invaders and to
leave their land to be looted
and destroyed by them. .

The Iranian invasion of Oman
does not threaten Oman alone;
but also threatens t h e Arab
nation entirely and in particular
the area of the Arabian Gulf
and the Arabian Peninsula. This
invasion cannot but rouse the
national feelings of the masses
of our Arab nation, put
them on the alert and to keep-
them vigil towards the plans of
the imperialists and reactionaries
and to stand by the side of the
Omani people in their serious
conflict against the Iranian in-
vaders.

T h e Iranian invasion of
Oman had revealed the identity
of traitorous Qaboos to those
who were misguided by the
falsehood and propaganda of the
puppet regime in Muscat. It is
not strange to see the sharpness
of contradictions which appear-
ed inside the ranks of the
regime to an extent that they
are impossible to be settled with-
out exercising force and terror-
ism. This was confirmed by the
recent Rustag events in Inner
Oman in which a group of
militants from t h e People’s
Front for the Liberation of
Oman clashed in a fierce milit-
ary battle with the enemies.
Under the influence of the fears
created by these events, the
puppet regime in Muscat started
to arrest hundreds of members
of the Omani people from all
classes and groups and from
different official machineries
and corporations of the enemy
and exercised against the poli-
tical detainees various types of
torture at the hands of th e
Jordanian criminals, who follo-
wed different ways in torturing
the Palestinian and Jordanian
people. Thus, a state of terror-
ism and extensive repression
was imposed all over the pro-
vinee of Oman-

The Omani people manged
through their struggle a n d
sacrifices to prove to the enemies
the extent of their love for their
homeland and the extent of thier
preparedness to introduce fur-
ther martyrs for the liberation
of their homeland from the
British occupationists an d
Tranian invaders. Our people

manged to effect the fall of all
veils behind which the enemies
tried to hide.

Under the pressure of the
people and their heroic stead-
fastness and under the pressure
of the masses of the Arab
nation, the traitorous regime in
Muscat ought to search for a
new way out from this isolation
which is imposed on it. Hence,
the Foreign Minister of Muscat,
the famous merchant, Qais
Azzawawi called the Ambassa-
dors, newspapers and Arab and
foreign news agencies on 10th
October, 1974, to announce to
them officially the withdrawal
of the Iranian forces from the
area of Dhofar after completing
their assignment as were repla-
ced by the Omani forces. Az-
zawawi did not forget to extend
‘gratitude to the Iranian forces
for the crimes committed by
t h e m against thousands of
members of the Omani people.

Moreover, His Majesty Trait-
orous Sultan Qaboos did not like
the ommission by his special
adviser who wrote the speech of
the puppet Sultan at the cele-
brations marking the fourth
anniversary to express gral-

A delegation from the Omani
Peace Council took part in the
meetings of the National Peace
Committees held in Prague,
capital of Czechoslovakia during
the period 7th to 9th December,
1974.

The delegation submitted a
memorandum to the conference
with devel ts of
the situation in Oman and the
Arabian Gulf area and the dan-
gers which threaten our people
and the peoples of this area as
a result of the increase of the
Iranian military presence and
the escalation of the aggressive
acts carried out by the Iranian
and British forces against the
masses of our people and the
repeated military provocations
carried out by the CENTO Pact
forces, headed b y American
imperialism, a n d threaten-
ing the peace and security of
this area as well as the escala-
tion of the repressive and ter-
roristic operations undertaken
by the Iranian and British in-
telligence machineries against
the Omani masses,

It is also worth mentioning
that the Omani peace council
since its establishment, before
over one year, has taken part
in all conferences organised by
the World Peace Council the
last of which was the New
Delhi conference which was
held during the period 14th to
17th November, 1974 under the
title  ( To convert the Indian
Octan into an area of Peace).
The delegation of the Omani
Peace Council carried out rem-
arkable activity which resulted
in the conference coming out
with a number of important res-
olutions pertaining to the area
of Oman and the Arabian Gulf.

Arabian Gulf, Gulf of Oman

The Arabian G u ] ¢ gains
specific importance in view of
the strategy of American im-
perialism due to the following
reéasons.

S
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a) it contains more than sixty
percent of the world oil reser-
ves. .

b) it composes a strategic
route for the oil preparations
and world trade,

¢) it enjoys a strategic
position because it lies in the
junction between the Far East,
Middle East and Europe.

In a bid to take advantage of
these factors, American imperia-
lism is expanding its military
projects and tightening its grip
over this area.

Imperialism is building milit-
ary bases and is expanding and
reinforcing them in Bahrain,
Dhahran, Abou Moussa and
Masirah.

It is heavily arming th e
reactionary regime in the area,
in particular in Iran and Saudi
Arabia. It is depending upon the
reactionary regimes and forces
in the area to facilitate im-
position of the imperialist forms
