BAHRAIN : Henderson’s Democracy In Trials

After three months following
the wishful arrests and illegal
investigations, torture and ter-
rorism, the Henderson govern-
ment in Bahrain forwarded a
group of militants to trial and
insisted upon holding the ses-
sions in secret fearing that
these trials might lead to an
open indictment against the
decayed regime.

In spite of the secrecy that
surrounded the sessions, sent-
ence were passed clearing three
of the detainees as the Hend-
erson intelligence was unable
to prove any charge against
them in spite of the illegal sus-
pension which continued for
three months during which the
authority used all means of
physical torture and terrorism
in order to force the detainees
to approve the fake charges dir-
ected against them,

Such decislon stirs a huge ex-

clamation mark around these
detective measures taken by the
Henderson authorities in the
so-called “era of democracy”.
Although the constitution stipu-
lates the illegacy of arresting
any citizen without the presence
of firm evidences and not to
suspend any detainee for more
than one month. But the actions
taken by th e Henderson
Government contradict with
the simplest human rights and
the provisions of the constitu-
tions which was drawn up by
the authorities themselves.
Moreover, the insistance of the
authority to hold the trial in
secret indicates the great havoe
and play undertaken by the
intelligence against the citizens
and abruption of the simplest
rights which are recognised by
even many reactionary govern-
ments,

During the past months the
authority proved its denial for

Arab league Commission Is Required To Reveal All (laims

Qais Abdel Moneim Azzaw-
awi, Minister of State for
Foreign Affairs in the Sultanate
of the British, announced on
Thursday 10th October that the
Iranian forees, which he estim-
ated for several thousands and
which he revealed to be present
for more than one year, have
started to leave the Omani
territories returning back home
after performing their tasks
with high skill and handing
over their positions to t h e
‘Omani’ forces.

‘What is the conformity bet-
ween such statements and the
factual findings, and to how far
true they are?

Perhaps going a little back-
ward will facilitate for us the
task of discarding such allega-
tions and such lies which we
have been accustomed to hear
from the officials in the Sult-
anate of the British.

1) The Iranian forces have
invaded the Omani territories
and openly interfered against
our people as a result of the
secret treaties concluded by
Thuweini Bin Shihab in
Teheran at the beginning of
1973 with the Shah of Iran on
behalf of Qaboos and by author-
ity from the Sultanate of the
British.

2) This agreement was follo-
wed by another series of secret
and open agreements between
the two puppet regimes in
Museat and Teheran which
agreements gave Iran the right
of expanding its military, poli-
tical, economic and cultural
penetration,

3) In addition to t h e fact
that the invasion by the Iranian
forces of Oman came as a result
of these agreements
this invasion goes basically

in line with the gen-
eral strategy of American
imperialism and Iranian
reaction, We believe that the
aim behind the invasion
is clear and was proved by the
Shah himself in a collection of
statements, such as. “We can-
not tolerate the presence of
hostile guns in the Hormez
Strait". He meant by that: “we
do not want a naional regime in
Oman”, “our role exceeds its
local frame and we have to
protect sixty per cent of the
needs of the United States,
Japan, and West Europe of oil”

and “ we are going to inter-
fere in the Gulf with
or without the consent of the

other sides”. So, the aim behind
the invasion is clear. It is to end
and liquidate the armed Omani
revolution and to establish the
puppet reactionary regime in
Muscat, to abort the progressive
regime in Democratic Yemen
and Arab national movem-
ent in this area as well as to
establish puppet regimes walk-

ing behind the Iranian regime
and submitting to its ambitions
to ensure the interests of imper-
ialism and to realise the expan-
sionist strategy of the Shah-in
Shah.

4) The wihtdrawal of the
Iranian forces from Oman
cannot take place except after
the agreement and announcem-
ent of the two sides. This is
if we suppose that there is
equality between Shah’s regime
and the Qaboos regime, This
announcement cannot be issued
by the Shah except if he realised
his first aim which is to knock
down the revolution, or as call-
ed by him, to realise glory. If
we suppose that the Iranian
forces came to Oman with the
aim of opening the Red Line
only, then, this alm has not been
realised in the way that will
enable the Shah to describe it as
glory as the Line is still a hell-
like under the feet of invaders.
The revolution is still contro-
Iling the liberated areas and on
this area it is establishing its
soclal, cultural, health, military
and productive institutions.

Does this mean that the Iran-
ian forces have failed in their
assignment and did not realise
the glory of which the Shah
dreamt?, Does the Shah aceept
to submit to defeat so easily?
Otherwise, is there a new inter-
ference to save the face water
of the invaders, or that the
matter is no more than a trick
and an open manouevre?

It is natural and logic that the
statements of Qais Azzawawi
are only a trick and open man-
ouevre and lies, This is due to
the following:

We have been accustomed by
the officials in Muscat to hear
lies from them, They remained
to hide the invasion since the
beginning of 1973 upto the first
half of this year in spite of
statements by the Shah and
confirmations by the British and
American circles that the Iran-
ian forces have invaded Oman.

2) The Iranian forces are at
present launching a huge land,
air and sea campaign against
the liberated areas with the aim
of realising the glory of which
the Shah and Qaboos dream.

3) Latest information coming
to the front confirmed that Iran
recently reinforced its forces
existing in the Omani territories
and in particular reinforcement
of the bases of Khasb in Roos

al-Jibal and Thamreet in the
south of Oman and its centres
in Dhofar.

4) No statement w g g

issued by the Iranian authorities
upto now about their intention
of withdrawing their forces
from the Omani territories,

9) Even if we submit that
there are Arab forces to replace
the Iranian forces this will need
fime for the Arab forces tn

replace the Iranian forces.

6) The withdrawal of the
Iranian forces - 11,000 men -
will place the Qaboos forces
in a eritical position which may
result in retreat in the face of
of the revolution. This is not in
the interest of these enemies
since t h e TIranian Qaboos-
ite, Jordanian a n d British
forces were unable, as a comb-
ined force, to realise any stra-
tegic gain against the revolu-
tion. So, how can the Qaboos
forces, which are gathered
from the people crumbs can
realise such gain or even
observe any steadfastness.

7) The United States o f
America has recently threat-
ened in the tongue of its Presi-
dent Ford that it will take a
certain measure against the oil-
producing Arab countries. He
means, in particular, the Arab-
ian Gulf countries, Here stems
the actual role of Iran and its
real assignment. We believe
there is no better position for
it other than its present position
in Oman for playing such role.

So, what is the aim behind
such statements, namely at
thig time?

No dotibt the Iranian invasion
of Oman had caused a nationat
reaction in the Arab world.
Inspite of the difference in the
stands and objectives, yet all
Arabs - with the exception of
some reactionary regimes which
are deeply sunk in hiredom,
such as the Jordanian regime,
- expressed fears over such
invasion and realized the Shah
-in-Shah greeds in the area
containing genuine national
danger. In spite of the weak
justifications made by Qaboos,
Arab popular and official wrath
began to grow side to side with
t h e solidarity and support
observed by freedom loving
forces the world over, Hence
the Front started to secure
extensive Arab and world supp-
orl because it is confronting a
national danger which cannot
be neglected by our Arab and
world friends. All our brothers
and friends as well as the Arabs
countries endeavoured to give
an end to such interference
each sprining from its nature,
role and place, The reactionary
Arab countries, for instance,
want fo end the invasion but
ai the same time they want
the stay of the puppet
regime in Muscat unless it
shows its non-preparedness to
ctoperate with them. The natio-
nal countries, emanating from
their care for the national
interest, want to end this
invasion and see that this
cannot be achieved except by
backing the revolution because
it is actually confronting the
invaders, The Arab progressive
and patriotic forces as well as
the world forces of freedom,

peace and socialism stand for
ending the foreign presence,
liquidating the puppet regime
and to set up the national

democratic rule serving the
Omani People’s interests and
objeetives.

Furthermore, the masses of the
Omani people have had inding-
ation a n d malice reaching
a degree in which the regime
became in a very critical posit-
ion, The regime started to face
wrath, indigantion, and malice
at Omani, Arab and internat-
ional levels, with desperation.

For the first time in the his-
tory of the Arab League, the
views and opinions of its mem-
bers have united in spite of the
difference in th e ir social
systems. It is also for the first
time that the Arab League rec-
ognises two authorities in one
country - not voluntarily but
a stand imposed by the sacrifi-
ces and struggles of our Omani
people and th e ir glorious
revolution.

From here came the format-
ion of the Arab League fact-
finding commission to investig-
ate the nature of the conditions
existing in Oman, which con-
ditions we believe are still
existing. Moreover, its assign-
ment has renewed after the
recent statements o f Qais
Azzawawi.

Thus, the puppet regime in
Muscat and its allies and mast-
ers have to think of a way out
from this very critical position.
Accordingly, series of semi-daily
contacts are taking place among
puppet regime in  Muscat and
the Shah of Iran on one hand,
and some Arab sides
and the Shah, on the other. The
contacts is taking place very
speedily. .

The Arab summit conference
is on the doors and Ramadan
has finished while the revolut-
ion did not end as Qaboos
promised. It appears that he
received a promise from the
Shah as the campaign started
late, Tt also appears that the
time given for the operation for
ending the revolution w a s
wrong. . There are sides in the
Arab League working f o r
breaking the fact-inding com-
mission or ending its assignment
by submitting a report taking
into consideration the stand-
point of Qaboos. On the other
hand, there are other sides-
ineluding the revolution - work-
ing for the continuation of the
commission. This means that
the situation is critical and there
must be a way out for the reg-
ime. These are pictures formed
by the rulers of Teheran,
Muscat and the Arab regimes
which orbit in their circles,
They are uselessly moving for
finding a way out.
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
