A statenent issued by the Central Executive Comnitteec of
the Peoplel!s Front for the Liberation of Chian stated that the
Iranian mvasion of Oman on 20.12.73 was danned event in the
history of the Cmani peoples This invasion also constitutes
an dpen and. flagrant challenge not only to the Arab people in
Crion but is also regarded as a factor of threat to all areas
in the Arabiaon Gulf and Peninsula.

This officer said that
the officers and soldiers of the Iranian arny started to under-
stand the filthy imperialist war launched against the Onani=
