FROL MILITARY COMMUNIQUE MO. 3te-3W73 ISSUED BY

THE FORCES OF THE PEOPLE'S LIBERATION ARMY, DIIOFAR REGION

The People's Liberation A m y  continued its cfTensive operations 
against the forces of the colohialist and reaction encxiy extending 
to then their blows and affirming the determination of the masses of 
our people to continue marching on the path of the h-rd and strenuous 
struggle with patience and steadfastness to realise their objectives 
and ambitions.

The operations of our patriotic revolutionaries wore concentrated 
on the centre of the colonialist enemy in North Sarfcet - the Western 
Region - where they inflicted heavy losses on the enemy members and 
equipment•

during the period lying between 26th July and 1st August, our 
brave revolutionaries launched five operations ranging between 
shellling and attack with different weapons as well as sniping.

On 27th July, at 3*00 in the afternoon a group of snipers 
carried out a sniping operation which resulted in the sniping of 
two enemy members. On 27th July, 1973 at 2.45 in the afternoon 
the forces of the People's Liberation Army carried out an artillery 
operation against the enemy centre t North Sarfeet. The shelling 
continue for 23 minutes during which four enemy defensive positions 
were completely destroyed. As to his casualties those were not * 
assessed.

On 27th July also the sniping group of the People's Liberation 
Army launched a sniping operation which resulted in the sniping of 
one enemy member.

On 28th July at 3*30 in the evening our forces operatingin 
North Sarfeet carried cut an attack on the enemy centres at North 
Sarfeet using light and medium weapons reinforced by mortars. The 
attack continued for half an hour resulting ±1 the infliction of 
heavy Usses in life and equipment on the enemy and Landrovers 
vzerc seen evacuating enemy casualties from his defensive positi ns.
From there helicopter was seen removing two casualties from the enemy 
members.

Following this the enemy combed the area with artillery in 0. des­
perate bid to reply to our revolutionaries proving the power of 
the blows directed to him.

On 1st August at 9*30 in the morning, the sniping group carried 
out a sniping operation agoinst the enemy members. This resulted ii 
the death and injury of two enemy members.

Total losses of the enemy during these operations wore:-

1) Death and Injury of seven enemy members

2) Destruction of seven positions completely

From our side there wore no casualties.

The comr de leader o f the delegation of youth and students from 
Oman and the Arabian Gulf delivered a speech in which he said th t 
the forces o f imperialism are paying great attention to the 
Gulf area, because i t  is  r ich  with natural wealths. American and 
B ritish  colonialism  and imperialism in particu lar strengthen 
the ir  presence in the Arabian^ulf area. He added: ’’ The v ic torious 
struggle o f the people o f the People’ s Democratic Kepublic o f Yemen 
who achieved complete independence and started the democratic change 
of the country, is  an example for our people and we rea lised  that 
the only path fo r  us is  the armed lib era tion  strugg le .”

Comrade Salem Omer Bukair, Secretary General o f the Union 
o f Democratic Yemeni Youth, affirmed in  a speech delivered on th is 
occasion, that the achievement o f pcliticalindcpendence is  only 
the f i r s t  step towards achieving complete! national freedom and 
afterwards we must rea lis e  economic independence and eradicate 
the rest o f imperialism.

The meeting was opened with a speech by the representative o f

Moreover Fahd bin Mohammad al-Busaid, Foreign M inister of Qaboos, 
paid a v is i t  to Morocco during which he hold ta lks with the o f f ic ia ls 
in the Moroccan regime which were described by puppet Fahd as 
very fr u it fu l .

However, the fore ign  M inister o f Bahrain puppet Mohammad bin 
Mubarak ended the v is i t s  he made to Saudi Arabia and Qatar. Puppet 
Mubarak announced that his c untry is  at present studying the question 
o f (mutual cooperation).

The Shah o f Iran announced in Washington that he supports 
contacts currently taking place between the countries o f the Gulf area 
and backs them. He  also supported the establishment cf a defensive 
pact between these countries in a way ensuring the (secu rity  and 
s ta b il ity )  o f the area.

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ARREST OF NUMBER OF CITI ZEILS IN BAHRAIN

D u rin g  the week before the last the Government of B a h ra in  appointed 
its representatives in the fictitious Council of Deputies, for which elections will be held on 7th December this year. The Government of 
Bahrain endorsed its operation (its democratic era) with theiaunching 
of a new campaign of arrests within the circles of the citizens. This 
campaign covered nationalist elements and those suspected by these 
authorities. Recently the following citizens were arrested:-

However, the puppet Qatar authorities arrested Qatari citizen 
A H  bin Ghaith al-Kawari and handed him over to the Bahraini authorities

BAHRAIN CONTINUES ENDEAVOURS TO SECURE WEAPONS

Bahrain is endeavouring seri- usly to join the caravan of urns 
requisitioners in order to be one of the military depots in the Arabian 
Gulf, which is witnessed dreadful armament operations and pile-up 
of weapons hysterically in a desperate bid by world imperialism to 
reinforce its staunches in a way ensuring its presence and continuation 
of looting the oil wealth of the area. In this connection the Bahraini 
Defence Minister is visiting Britain at present. He met upto now a 
number of officials in the British Dar Ministry and is expected to 
meet also the British Defence Secretary Carrington. A British official 
announced that the visit of the Bahrain Defence Minister comes in icply 
to the visits made by two officials from the British Defence Ministry 
to Bahrain earlier. But it is confirmed that this visit aims at 
obtaining British weapons for Bahrain s military force.

FOREIGN MONOPOLISTIC COMPANIES EXPAND CIRCLE 
OF EXPLOITATION OF OMANI CITIZEN

The foreign monopolistic companies were not contented with the 
looting of the plentifulness of the citizen and the sweat of the Omani 
citizen and so started to itensify and expand the circle of their 
exploitation and oppression in order to cover all walks of life 
of the citizen and in particular those connected with the presence 
of these monopolistic companies and the continuation of this presence.

The living bread became a hard and difficult thing for the 
citizen to obtain in a homeland half of whose income comes from 
agricultural produces and the difficulties in this respect arc 
attributed to the following reasons:-

l) The monopoly and exploitation exercised by the foreign monopo­
listic companies which undertake the importation and marketing of 
consumer goods in the Sultanate which led to hysterical lift 
constantly of the prices of the consumer goods until they reached 
the rate of thirty per cent three years ago e.g. before the era of 
Qaboos (the era of prosperity).
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IRANIAN STUDENTS SAY; THE SHAH IS FASCIST

While the Ghah o f Iran  was hold ing ta lk s  in the White House w ith 
President Nixon on the f i r s t  day o f h is  v i s i t  to  the United States 
which la s ted  three days, hundreds o f  Iran ian students who rece iv e 
th e ir  stud ies in the United S tates, demonstrated in fron t o f the 
White House and shouted ’’ The Shah is  a fa s c is t  execu tion is t” and 
’’ Down with American Im perialism ” .

The demonstrating students a lso deplored the oper tion s  o f 
repression  and assassination  committed by the Iran ian rep ress ive 
fo rces  against the masses o f the Iran ian people and th e ir  organ isations 
and n ationa l and Jenocratic vanguards. The students also expressed 
p ro tes t against the m ilita ry  and eccn mic aids extended by American 
im perialism  to Iran .

SiUDI REGIME - DEFENDER OF IMPERIALIST MONOPOLISTIC
I N T E R E S T S

N ovosti Press se rv ice  launched a f ie r c e  campaign against the 
id o l is t  reaction ary  regim ein the s o -ca lled  Saudi kingdom. Th© 
agency wrote an a r t ic le  under the t i t l e  -Saudi regime plays the ro le 
o f  defender o f the o i l . in te re s ts  o f im p e r ia lis t  monopolies.” I t 
said tha.t the Saudi ro ya l regime which owns huge f in a n c ia l resources, 
which performs i t s  acts in  co llu s ion  c lo s e ly  with im perialism , 
is  exerc is in g  fo r  severa l years continuous secret and armed 
acts a lik e  again t the p rogress ive  and n a ti n a lis t  fo rces  in the 
Arabian^ulf area and in ether areas in the Arabian Peninsula. The 
Saudi regime is  backing in that by the support o f the in te rn a tion a l 
o i l  m onopolistic companies and p lays the ro le  o f defender o f th e ir 
in te r e s ts .”

PRESS CONFERENCE HELD BY SADDAM HUSSEIN IN  WHICH HE 
DEALS WITH ISSUES OF GULF I E . . .  N T  ARAB HOMELAND

Mr.Saddam Hussein, Vice-Chairman o f the Revolu tionary Command 
Council in the Republic o f Iraq , held recen tly  a press conference in 
which he dea lt w ith a number o f in te rn a l (dom estic) issues and 
Arab and in te rn a tion a l issues as w e ll as the a tt itu d e  o f the 
nation a l government o f Iraq  towards the to ta l  issu es. In connection 
w ith the 'American greeds in th e^ u lf, Hr.Saddam said th -t  America 
is  ombituous o f in fluence and i f  i t  could co lon ise  the w orld  i t 
would do sc. The im aginations o f "m ericanim perialism  include one 
that the most s tra teg ic  areas having connection with i t s  economic, 
p o l i t i c a l  and m ilita ry  in te re s ts  i s  the -rabianG ulf area. This is 
the interpretation fo r  the American a c t iv i t ie s  in th is  area.

On the CENTO and arming o f Iran , Mr.Sadden Hussein said that the 
CENTO was created fo llo w in g  the b ir th  o f the revo lu tion  o f lA th  July, 
1958 ihi Ira q , and now the United S tates is  making extra-ord inary 
e f fo r t s  to  re-design  th is  pact in a way that i t  can perform i t s 
certa in  takks against the secu rity  o f peoples in  th is  area. He said 
that the arming by America o f  Iron is  not f i t  to be an assurance fo r 
the regime in Iran as i t  may be used against the Iranian regime i t s e l f 
by the Iran ian peoples.

On the Saudi reaction ary  regime, the Deputy C on fid en tia l Secretary 
o f the Regional Leadership o f the Arab Baath S o c ia lis t  Party said h 
comment on the statements o f Sultan binAbdel *-ziz. Defence M in ister 
in the so -ca lled  Saudi Arabia in wh'ch he said: ’’ Any aggression o f any 
o f the States o f the Gulf is  an aggression on us -  the Saudis - ”



This statement is  not aimed at Iran. But is  aimed at Iraq. They 
are trying to impress the people in this area that the danger l ie s 
in Iraq and n t  in Iran which is occupying three Arab islands in the 
Gulf, in spite of the fact that Iran is  not hiding or refuting -.through 
it s  o f f ic ia ls  its  expansi nist ambiti ns in this area.

The real danger is  not coning from the progressive countries 
v/hich are raising the banner . f  Arab unity but the danger is 
coning from America and Iran from the traitorous reactionary 
countries which arc in collusion with America and Iran.

LET US MAINTAIN SOLIDARITY WITH THE STRUGGLED THE PEOPLE IN 
THE STEADFASTING NORTHERN YEMEN

25 Yemeni M ilitants Arrested & 28 Others Executed

The reactionary authorities in the ^emcni North continue to 
committee'their criminal and savage crimes against the masses f  the 
people there and against the nationalist and democr'tic forces the 
bases of the glorious revolution of 26th September.

Not a day passed Without news coning about the arrest of honest 
nationalist elements and not a day passes without a number of Yemeni 
youth being hanged on the crosses o f the Fascist regime. This became 
the main programmes and fundamental iasks of th is regime. This is 
in addition to the barbaric m ilit ry campaigns launched on the 
v illa ges  and rural areas of the Yemeni North following by that; 
most savage and criminal methods.

These crimes, and savage measures which the reactionary regime in 
the Yemeni North undertook to perform as part of the im peria list- 
reactionary plan, do not aim at liqu ify in g  the ambitions of the 
people in the North for freedom and progress only but also aim at 
ending and liquidating every national democratic movement in the 
Arabian PeninsuLa and Arabian Gulf and in particular topped by the 
progressive regime ii Democratic Yemen and the revolution of 9th June. 
These crimes arouse the humanitarian feelings of the liberation 
and progressive and peace-loving forces. These crimes also became 
un unacceptable and unjustified thing even to those forces and 
elements in sympathy and in support of this puppet reactionary regime.

The Arab national liberation  movement and a l l  Arab progressive 
regimes are persistently required to cut the ropes of silence 
around what is  taking place and.the crimes carried out against 
the masses of the Yemeni people in the North, to stage a protest 
move and co llec tive  condemnation against the regime, and to 
support and back the patrio tic  struggle waged by the vanguards 
of the Yemeni people. A ll democratic and freedom, progress and 
peace-loving forces qrc required to stand firm ly by the side of the 
struggle of the people in No rthern Yemen and to back up their 
national democratic movement and m ilitant vanguards.

THE SHAH-IN-SHAH REGIME AND THE FILTHY ROLE PL^ED HY IT

World Imperialism, topped by American imperialism, continues to 
implement its huge plan which aims at depicting and bringing up the 
Iranian reactionary regime as a basic force on which it is depended 
not only in the Gulf area hut also at the level of the Asian 
Continent and in particular the Indian Peninsula.

This depiction takes several aspects andspheres internally • 
and externallyo Internally imperialism vows economic and technical 
aid in order to back up economic projects through which this 
regime can reduce the impact of poverty, and need which are being 
suffered by the Iranian peoples and through which in other words 
it can absorb a krge portion of the massive wrath against this 
oppressive regime. The depiction operation is also taking place 
through the piling up of modern and developed weapons, and through 
sup lying the regime with nodernmilitary expertise and potentialities 
in order to create a military force under the command ^nd orders 
of this regi e so that it becomes capable of moving against and 
deterring any move at any time any where in which the interests 
of imperialist one threatened v/ith danger.

The Iranian reactionary regime demonstrated endless allegiance 
to the imperialists, an allegiance which came as a result of the belief 
the satisfaction of the regime over the traitorous role against 
the interests of the Iranian peoples and the conspiratorial role 
against the interests of theArab people in the Arabian $ulf and Oman 
area. A belief and satisfaction which came in statements nude 
numerously by the Shah and, in particular statements made to the 
American News Week magazine nearly two months ago in which he said: 
u The Western Countries and Japan consider the security of the Gulf 
area as part of their security but are unable to undertake their 
responsibility in this field and that Iran shouldered the responsibility 
for undertaking the role of safeguarding the security of this area 
and ensuring its stability.J

Occupation by Iran of the three Omani islands in 1971, was the 
first step in the operation of protecting the security and ensuring 
stability in this area in a way serving the objectives in which 
this regime believed and for which the puppet Shah-in-Shah regime 
was depicted. This was coupled with a number of secret and open 
military agreements and treaties which were concluded by the Iranian 
regime with the puppet reactionary States and entities in the area of 
Oman and the ArnbianGulf. Kost si nificant of these was the 
Iranian-Qaboos military treaty under which the islands of (al-Ghanam 
Nuria Muria and Roos al-Jibal) were delivered by Qaboos to the Shah 
to establish on then support and launching bases for hisnilitary 
forces in return for military backing and effective participation 
of the Iranian forces in the filthy war launched against the mosses 
of our people in Oman and in particul r in the Southern Region 
(Dhofar). Not this only, but the Iranian regime stretched its filthy 
hand to draw up, plan and plot beside the Saudi filthy h nd in the 
Yemeni North where the decayed reactionary regime exists, with the 
aim of subjugating the liber'tion will of the Arab people in the Northern 
Yemen prior to encircling and liquid ting the fortress of Ar b 
^evolutionary steadfastness - the People’s Democratic Republic of 
*enen - as a basic part of the fierce imperialist plan#
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The Iranian refine is netting traitorous backing and support from 
tho tribal regimes in the &ulf and Oman and from the idolist regime 

in the so-called Saudi Arabia in addition to the support and blessing 
of the Arab reactionary regimes. At local level, the^hah failed to 

absorb the people’s wrath against him and against his regime either 

through (economic reforms) or by spreading tho cheuvonist spirit 

to help him in the operation of implementing the drawn up imperialist 

plan. This failure led to the escalation and growth of the massive 

resistance in order to be interpreted by the vanguards of the 

masses in the ornod combative activity. This made the regime push 

away conplet ly tho veil which is hiding the reality and to show 
its teoth to the masses proving its malice and hatred for them.
So was the operation of arrests and weekly executions against the 

militant members of the Iranian people. The rejection of the Iranian 

masses also takes another form of tho forms of resistance, carried 

out by the vanguards of. the Iranianpecple. Most significantof this 

was that demonstration which was staged by about 500 Iranian students 

in front of the American White House during tho meeting of the Shah 

with Hixon. The students called for the fall of the Fasicst Shah-in- 

Shah regime expressing by that their response with the hopes and 

ambitions of their people. They also demanded the stoppage of 
supplies of weapons to the regime responding in that with tho 

interests of their peoples and the interests of the Arab peoples 

and our people in Oman and tho ^rabion Gulf on tho consideration 
that thdse weapons are mainly directed to threaten the security 

and stability and freedom of thesepecples.

The masses of our people in Oman and the Arabian Gulf fully 

realise the aggressive nature of the Ironian regime and realise 

the traitorous nature of the tribal tribal regimes in our homeland. 

They also realise the organic link between these regimes and the 

Iranian regime and in other words the link of these reactionary 
regimes combined with the interests of imperialism. Our masses in 

turn realise that their interests are linked organically and fatefully 

with tho interests of the Iranian peoples and that the hatred and 

malice hiden for tho Shah-in-Shah regime docs nut necessarily and 
can never mean hostility to the Iranian masses and peoples, ^hore are 

historical and fateful links which bind tho ^rab masses in Oman and 
the ^rabianG ulf with the Iranian peoples.

The masses of our people realise that the security of tho area 

and stability and freedom of its peoples cannot bo achieved except by 

eradicating the reasons and factors which disturb the calm and tranquility 

of this area and disturb the comfort, freedom and stability of its 
peoples. Those reasons and factors arc those staunches existing ii it 

represented in the tribal and feudalist regimes including the Iranian 

regime which are the honest guard of the interests of tho imperialists. 

For realising this goal our masses are determined to march forward 

towards escalating their struggles through their combative tools tho 
People’s Front for the Liberation of Oman and the ArubianGulf, in 

cocpcrotion with tho Iranian masses through their combative tuds and 

definitely will realise this goal.
