gearch for Repressive Yools Beside the British., Why Iran is
Qualified for This Position?

AS the British, Americon imperislism and the reactionary regimes
are eager to arrange conditionsin the area in a way ensuring
cont inuation of the prescnce cndinterests of imperialism, in it
and at the same time ensurce the stay of the puppet regimes and
their safety. But as this cannot be realised in the 1 ight of
the contibuation amnd stay of the Omani revolution, the main worry
of the British and their American allies since 1968 is to create
the mecans essential for ending and 1 iquidating this revolution.
In view of the fact that Briain and its mercenaries have fai leé
to realise this goel, it was deemed necessary to throw new forces
into this conflict, forces which are organically linkcd with the wheel
of impersilism and whi h are pushed towards weging this conflict
with £ull weight. VWhen search took place in the pact pertaining
to the allies of imperialism in the aresa, option fell on 'Islamic'
Iran and 'Arab' Jordan. “his choice took place for several reasons.
®o what qual ifies Iran.

1) Because it is rogarded - or became after 1968 - the strongest
panel of imperialism in the area militarily, ecconomically
and humanly.

2) Ipan occupies the Zastern sector of the Arabian Gulf
entirely. ‘his gives any role entrusted to it a kindof
legitimacy and lawfulness in the understanding of the

forces of imperialism and reaction.

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3) The Iranian regime proved during the recent years - since
1968 upto the start of i ts invasion of the southern Region of oman,
endless allegiance and wuwplete’ preparedness to play the role
of gendarme ®f imperialiem in the area,

Emanating fron tac doctrine announced by Nixon in front of
the american Congress, whrich doctrine stipulatcs that the United
States of “merica will help those who help themselves, and which
gives the first meaning that the puppet reactionary regimes are
capaule of safeguarding the decayed conditions in the countries
which are puppet to «merica and which are called by America as
'allies' and also means in the first and main d.gree safeguarding
and protecting the interests of imperid ism in these countries,
then , “merican interests arc something sacred and dAmerica has the dght
to punish whoever stands ageinst such interests. Mgreoever, self-
help dces not stop at thc limits of the state concerncd but surpasses
that to the extent of playing tike role of protuctor of the
4merican interests, This was what the Shah of Iran explained with
mwe h clarity. In a qucstion by the chief editors of the Newsweek
ik May, 1974, on the neccssityof the Shah's decision to become
the strangest military power in the area, he said: "I astarted
thinking of that in 1959 or in othur words in the sixties when I
gathered that the United States cannot continue to play the role of
international policemanfor ever., I was told by the United States
not to bother much as it is within its ability to perform the role
of policemen anywherc through two air-lifted divisions, But came the
British decision in 1568 for withdrawal at the endof 1971, and this
resulted in a power vacuum,

The Shah explained this question moee explicitly when he said:
"Our responsibilities are not local national only but we have a
role as protectors and defenders of sixty per cent of the oil
reserves in the world. He said alsos; "'he iestern i nterests in the
Gulf are part of the strategic interests and security of the Arsb
countries, america and Japan but these countries cannot protect their
interests gnd so we have to play this role., We will undertake this
role with the help of athers or without them," In fact theinterests
of Iran in playing the rolc of gendame of the interests of imperialism
in this area, meets with thedeclared and undeclared interests and aims
of Irenian reaction., Iran has sggfessive and expansionist greeds and
aims in this arca which were crystalised and still being crystalised
by the other aggressive exercises starting with the stege play of
plebis¢ite on theirchism of Bahrain, passing by the occupation of the
three islends and ending with theinvasion of the liberated area,
