With every blow directed by the Peoplet's Liberation army to the anemy forces
and with the escalation of the victories realised over the mercenaries of Qaboos,
the eneny is forced to resort to lies and fabrications in order to hide his
dofeats. But the facts of the victories of the liberation forces arc greater
than to be hidden and reveal every day the lics and distortions of the encny
and show contradictions in statcments made by the enciiy following every
defeat suffered Ly him at the hands of our revolutionarics, |

Recently and after our gun fires managed to shoot down an cnemy nilitary
plane which came to raid houscs of peaccful citizens in the rurals of Dhofar
and to burn their houscs and exterminate their cattles as well as kill their
children, two official statements were issued, The first was by the hireling
governinent in the Sultanate saying that: "4 planc from the Omani air force
crashed when-it hit onc of the mountains in the Vestcern Region." Theother
statonent was by the British Defence HMinistry which tried to combine between
the cumning British objectivity and adnission of an 3+sidsnt which cannot be
denicd, The statenment said: "in officer from the royal air force is missing
and is believed to be killed, The officer, of British origin, ic seconded
to the Sultan s forces and was subject on Monday to fire opened on hin fron

the ground when he was flying in operations against what the statement called
the "guerrilla soldiers"," \ :

This operation in particular carried in it more than one neaning and
revealed nore than one fact particularly during this pcriod:=-

1) The failure of the nercenary forces, British and Iranian, to realise
a nilitary victory and the suffering by then of losses at the hands of the

forces of the revolution, compels then to distort facts espccially if these
facts are strgng and cannot be hidden,

2) These lies fabricated by the authority, particularly in connccted with
its losscs during the nilitary battles, are part of the psychological war
launched by it against us depcnding upon the huge infornmation potentialities
recruited by it for that purposee.

3) Qaboos ‘and the British Defence liinistry, in spite of all their
allegntions that the British officers existing in the ultanate, are
having their assipgnnent confined to training only. But events prove
that these officers share in the battles, therwiéc how they will justifly the
presence of a British officer alone in a military aircraft over the
liberatdd arcas and in an arca inwhich battles were raging. The statenent
itself said that he was flying in one of the airfraft of the sultanate

escape without realising any targete The group of our forces returned safely
to base, This operaticn was naned after lartyr Saeced Bakheet al-Buruni, Our
forces rapcated their attack on the &ame centre in the following day using
light weapcns supported by nortars., “he attack continued for half an hour
during which ceneny losses were not assesseds The sane centre was also subject
to artillery shelling by our forces operating in thellestern Liegion at
7.45 in tle norning of the sane day. <The shelling continued for 45 ninutes,

uring this attack our sniping group was carrying out attacks on the sane centre,

Breny losses incluled the death and injury of four cneily nerbers, and
destruction of three enenyy positions and the silencing of a nmachine-gun poste
Our losses waie nothing, At 400 in the evening of the sane day the British
noyal 4Adxr Force launched a retaliatory raid on the houscs of the citizens
but without realising any target because our ground defences intercepted
theii and forced shen escapc, ' '

casualties were not assessed. On the sanc day the sniping group operating
therc becane active and nanaged to kill and wound three encny menmbers. In
another sniping operation on the sane day, the eneny lost two meubers

of his nercenaries betwecen killed and wounded, OQur losses during these
operations were nothing., | |

On 8th July, at five in the ecvening, the forces of the People's Liberaiion
Arny used nediun weapons in an attack on Ashirakh ccntre which continued for
20 ninutes during which the losses of the eneny were not assessedupto the
Preparati-n of this rcport. Our losses werc nothing, The following day
the sane group launched two attacks on the same contres fron all directions.
The first attack continued for a quarter of an hour while the second continued
for 20 ninutes. Enecny losses were not assessed during both attacks. From our
side there were no casualtics,

On 1%th July, at two in the afternoon, one of our patrols operating in
the Central ldegion, set anbushes for groups of mercenaries which noved fron
the eneny centre at .bu Khuseifa towards the encny centre atishirakh. No
sooner’ these nercenaries were fif'ty yards away, they fell in our anbushes
and our forces opened fire on then, The attack continued for fifteen minutes
during which the encny was unable to reply to our fire and so sought the
help of hLis forces in nearby centres £o break the seige. The eneny lost during
this attack five nmeabers between killed and wounded, Jn FN nachine-gun was
destroyed with its crew of three members. Helicopters were seen landing to
renove the casualtics of the eneny.

Finally let every Ogani, sincerc ond loycl, stond in honage for the
whole nartyrs of the revolution in Onan, chollenge terrcorism and revive
their comnbative and patriotic stonds vowing to the nartyrs of the
revolution that we will continue to nerch on the road ~nd will not
rctreat except withthe victory of the revolution and the Omeni people,

tyoes of tortures savogely in the prisons ¢f the cuthority in Onan ond
stand with pride in front of their challenges cond patrioctic stecdfostness
in the fcce of the inhumon practices found by then in prisons at the
honds f the Jordanicn and British exccutionists. We tell then thot
the rocd is long and strenuous and the struggle is loung and hard but
we are certoin that the will of the pecples will cchieve victery anc the
reacticnaries will fall. This can be achieved through nmere sacrifices,
recvoelutionary struggles and seriocus and bold work.
