This description of the 1958 show,
which appeared in a Middle Eastern
business magazine, was one of mu-
merous references to the Show, all
favourable, that appeared in publi-
cations in many parts of the world.
Encouraged by this response and by
the fact that some 26,000 visitors
came to the Show in 1958, the or-
ganising committee of the 1959 Show
have attempted to create a consider-
ably more ambitious Show, with more
and better constructed standards,
better facilities and generally more
professional standards. 42 Bahrain
firms and business houses are repre-
sented at the Show, including almost
every firm of any size operating in
Bahrain and also a number of small
but enterprising firms. The result of
this wide representation is that the
visitors to the Show will see the ex-
tremely wide range of goods and ser-
vices available in Bahrain. This variety
only comes as a surprise to the visi-
tor, however, if he does not take into
account Bahrain’s long history as a

commercial and trading centre which
has provided its firms and entrepre-
neurs with experience in business
matters second to none in the Gulf.
This experience they are able to put
at the service of their clients and cus-
tomers to the latter’s considerable
advantage.

Without going into considerable
details, which can better be obtained
by studying the map on the insert,
it is sufficient to say that the stands
are located around the central area
of the Park, along the roads which
lead to the sides of the Garden and
also in the north-west corner of the
Park, to the left of the visitor who
arrives by the Jufair Road entrance.
The exhibits, in addition to the trade
stalls, include agricultural exhibits
by the Department of Agriculture, an
Agricultural ~ Competition, displays
organised by the State Medical De-
partment and the Public Health De-
partment, an exhibition of modern
Bahrain art and a stand which shows
Bahrain’s traditional and modern in-
dustries side by side, where soft
drinks and snacks are available.

This then, is the 1959 Show, and
the Committee hope that you will
enjoy your visit to it.

A REVIEW OF 1958

1958 was the first year for Bahrain
as a Free Transit Area. Compared
with 1957, .our annual revenue could
have dropped by Rs. 30 lakhs when
we abolished the 2% “In Transit”
duty, yet we actually lost only Rs.
10 lakhs — a clear sign that the
scheme is going to be successful.
Trade was slack when the year be-
gan owing to the weakness of the
Saudi rial, but as the latter strength-
ened so business improved, until in
the last quarter it was back to pre-
“Suez” level and still improving.

The general pattern of trade re-
mains much the same as before, in
that about one third of our total im-
ports are re-exported to other coun-
tries in the Gulf. Unfortunately, we
had to impose restrictions on the re-
export of some goods, notably rice,
and this has undoubtedly cost us good-
will of some old customers who are
now importing direct from the coun-
tries of origin. Against this however
we have the advantage that by dint
of hard work and efficient planning
our Customs Service kept Bahrain
always open to ships when other
Gulf ports were congested, and we
have therefore picked up a fair
amount of transhipment business and
temporary warehousing that would
not otherwise have come our way.

Also, we have lost no opportunity
to show to visiting businessmen of
all nationalities the splendid ware-
housing and handling facilities our
Port has to offer, whilst we have
constantly and assiduously published
details of Bahrain Port and.,our scale
of charges in many widely read peri-
odicals and journals. The response
has been gratifying, and there can be
no doubt that more and more busi-
ness houses are coming to think of
Bahrain as the Storehouse of the Ara-
bian Gulf.

The outlook for trade in the im-

mediate future is good. Prosperity in
the Gulf as a whole is increasing,

and our merchants are keeping pace -

with it by stocking and finding cus-
tomers for the goods in demand.
Their experience, business acumen,
and integrity are unrivalled in the
Gulf, and due tribute should be paid
to their efforts. Meanwhile, the Cus-
toms Service is planning ahead to
ensure that Bahrain has sufficient
means to deal with the increased
business passing through our fron-
tiers.

Warehouse accommodation was in-
creased by 24,000 tons in 1958 and
a further 24,000 tons capacity is
under construction in 1959, which
will bring our total shed storage
space to 84,000 metric tons. We also
have open stacking facilities for
about 25,000 tons.

Our mechanical equipment is being
increased in 1959 by a barge unload-
er (a type of diesel driven endless
belt) two six ton fully mobile cranes,
two five ton side lift fork-trucks, and
one lorry. We already have three
cranes capable of lifting 26} tons,
74+ tons, and 2% tons respectively,
four 3 ton fork-lift trucks, a lorry, a
pick up, and a Landrover, so the
1959 fleet should be a most effective
force even though we shall have to
discard the light crane and the old
lorry as being too old and unecono-
mical.

With this equipment and warehouse
accommodation, plus the highly train-
ed and loyal staff of the Customs
Service, we have no doubt that we
shall be able to maintain and extend
the fine reputation that Bahrain Port
has justly earned for herself over
the past few years.

THE BAHRAIN
DEEP-WATER HARBOUR

In 1956 a channel was dredged to
27 feet in depth into the Khor Kali-
ya, the bay to the south of Jufair,
and this was one of the many pro-
jects which have to be completed be-
fore the new Bahrain harbour can be
used for the berthing of commercial
ships. At the moment work is also
continuing on the construction of the
jetty which, when completed, will be
capable of berthing six ocean going
ships.

During 1959 additional dredging
will be carried out, but, nevertheless,
it will still be necessary for ships to
be brought into harbour by quali-
fied pilots assisted, if required, by
tugs. At the berths themselves the
ships will offload their cargo using
the ship’s gear. The cargo will, in
the main, be loaded into road trans-
port and then taken under supervision
to the Customs and Transit area in
Manama where it will be dealt with
and cleared in the normal manner.
A large area of land at the end of the
jetty will be reclaimed so that the
administration of the Port, parking
of transport not in use, and the hold-
ing of excess cargo during peak peri-
ods of working, can be carried out
in this area. The whole of the Port
area and the jetty will be lighted and
fresh water will be provided at each
berth for the use of the ships. The
Government is investigating the pos-
sibility of providing bunkering facili-
ties in Khor Kaliya and, if possible,

fuel will also be available at each
bert

The advantages of the deep-water
harbour will be many. At present
weather restrictions and congestion re-
frequently delay merchant ships many
days at the Sitra and Manama an-
chorages. Provided that a berth is
available at the new Harbour, and
there should be few occasions when
they are all full for any appreciable
time, the delay in the turn-round of
cargo vessels should be considerably
reduced. Passengers particularly wil
receive considerable benefit from the
new harbour. Passenger ships will
berth alongside and their passengers
will disembark in comfort and safety
and be cleared rapidly through Cus-
toms, Health and Immigration for-
malities.

But most important is the fact that
the harbour will encourage more tran-
sit trade through Bahrain and this
in its turn will help to promote fu-
ture prosperity generally. Industries
will be encouraged to establish them-
selves in Bahrain, and the increase in
shipping traffic will provide opportu-
nities for the expansion of such pro-
jects as slipways and ship repairing
facilities. All these should help to
provide economic addition to those
now arising from the oil industry.
