Issued by PEOPLE'S LIBERATION AWMY FOROES (Dhofar Kesien)

The forces of the Pecple's Liler tion Army and People s
Militia launched attacked on the enemy positions and camps in the
region. The operatioms by our revelutionaries ccncentrated
during the last week of December, 1972 in enemy centres in the
highlands of Wadi Khashim in the Eastern L on., TUnder the
pressure of the attacks Ly the front's revclutionaries on these
positions the enemy forces withdrew from these positions %o
camps in Kheisal.

Cur forces also attacked two enemy centres east of
the Red Line in the Central Resion. Thrse centres were
Ashanheeb and Dhibasut . In the Vestern Kegicn the liberation
army forces stationed at Sarfeet launché a number of attacks
on the enemy forces in North Sarfeet. (ur sround defences
‘ also hit an enemy fichter plane which was seen falling on
the desert direction ablaze.

The following are details of these operations:-

EASTERN REGICN - (Wadi Khashim Highlands)

During the period petween 20th and 22nd December, 1972,
cur ferces launched seven attacks on these prsitions summarised
as fcllows:-

Cn 20th December, 1972, our forces launched four successive
attacks during this day on the enemy positions in Wadi Khashim.
Cur patricts used during these successful attacks mortars and
machine-guns. The sniping group alsc carried out successful
wniping operations cn these positicns. As a result of these
operaticns the enemy sufferecd heavy losses in life and equipment.
Our losses included the martyrdom of militant Yomrade Sacef
Salem Anoconat .

Cn 21st December, a group of our forces launchéd an
attack with light and medium machine=guns on these positicns.
The enemy lost as a result of this operation scme of his members.

On 22nd December,: 1972, at 4.00 p.m. our forces attacked
these positions from all directicns using in their attack
mortars. The attack continued for one hcur. Our forces attack
was fierce and our scores were direcct on the gathering depots
of .the Britishememy forces and their stcoges. This made the
enemy to retreat to the rear escaping our atillery fire. COCur
forces also set ambush traps on the retreating course of the enemy
who fell in these planned ambushes and was surprised by heavy
fire from our forces. The enemy fled to his camps in Kheisal
carrying with him eight members between killed and woundec. A
wireless set was also destroyed. From our side there were no
casualties.
CENTRAT REGION:
At noon on 24.12.72 the forces of the Pecple's Ljberaticn
Army launched a mchine=gun attack on the colonialist and reactionary
enemy at Ashanhecd (Beit Fayah).

As a result of this attack the enemy lost heavily. Later
another group frem our forces launched another attack during
which they used artillery to shell enemy positions at Dhibdout
(Beit Fayah). During the attack three enemy positicns were
destroyed and a number of his members were injured. From our
side there were no casualties.

WESTERN REGION (NORTH SARFEET):

our forces staticned at Sarfeet launched during 26th, 27th
and 28th Deccmber, 1972, successful attacks on the enemy positions
in North Sarfeet which are summarised as fellowsi=

COn 26th Deccmber, at ten in the morning the artillery group
launched a strong artillery attack on these positions for ecne
and a quarter hours resulting in the destruction of three positions
and silencing of an artillery post. On 27th decmber, our forces
launched an artillery attack. Another group of ouriforces
was watching the enemy airstrip at these pesitions wheh a troop
transport plane arrived and while trying tc land it was
fired upon by our artillery. The planc was not able to land
and so escaped. The enemy sought the help of the fighter plane
which came to bomb the neighbouring areas. Cur ground defences
intercepted them and this resulted ine one of the planes being
hit and was seen proceeding to the desert direccticn ablaze.
Soon after this our forces repeated artillery shelling on
these positions destrcying a nunber of enemy defensive positions
and hitting some of his members. Our forces returned safely
to hase. On 28th December our sniping group sniped the enemy
at those positions. The sniping continued frem 11.00 a.m. to
3.00 p.m. and resulted in the injury of three enemy members.
Total enemy losses were as follows:-

Death and injury cf 27 enemy merbers,

Hittins of a fighter plane which was seen proceeding to
the direction of the desert ablaze.

Destruction of fourteen positicns and an 81-mm artillery
and two wireless set and a watch post.

Cur losses included the martyrdom of ccmrade militant
Saced Salem Anonat.

THE REALITY CF IRANIAN-ISRAELI ALLIANCE

EXCHANGE OF DIPLOMATIC KREPRESENTATION BETWEEN
TIAY ATD THE SO-CATLED STATL CF FEDERATIOR

The People 's Front for the Liberation of Oman and the
Aratian Gulf - North Oman Region -~ issued an important
pdlitical statement over the diplomatic representation between
Iran and the puppet State of the Federation in which it
condemned such betraying stand by the Federation 6f Sheikhs
a‘rtul explained the shamcful forfeitures which cupled this
step.

The masses expressed their wrath and strcng indigaation
against this stend which completely igncred the extensive
protests and demonstrations witnessed Ly the coast in the
past month on the first anniversary of the occrpation of
islands. Roudy demonstrations came out at Lkas al=Khaimah and cther
towns in North Cman on 28th December where the masses
chanted for the fall of the federatiom of the sheikhs and
declared resentment over the exchange of diplomatic
representation at extra- rdinary level with Iran.

LRAS AL-KHAIMAH:
SAUDI ARAFTA SEVDS MILITARY MISSION TO RAS AL-KHAIMAH

The care cf the colonialist circles for the federation
of sheikhs increased after the massive attitude during the
first anniversary of the federation of sheikhs. Saudi Arabia
sent a military mission to Ras al=Khaimah after the
demonstrations Ly tw- days where its distributed this
mission amongst the intellirence machineries and cther
police circles. The federation ofsheikhs also expressed
increasing attention for kas al=Khaimah and sent increasing
numbers from its divisions to be stationed in that area.

OMAN:
AMERICAY MILITALY TEAM VISITS OMAN

The Palestine News Agency (WAFFA) reported that an
American military team paid a visit in the first week of
last month to Jordan. The arency added that well=informed
Arpal sources reported that the assignments shouldered Ly
the American military delegation include some ccnnected
with the American-Iranian plans beins implemented in the
area of Oman and the Arabian Gulf.

On the other hand the Xuwaiti Assiyasah newspaper said that
new Saudi-Lmerican aid was extended to Jordan and the
Jordanian government received the sum of eight millicn
Jordanian dinars from Saudi reaction and ten millions
from American imperialism. T

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NORTH OMAN:

FKEEDCHM FCl. POLITICAL DET.LINEES
IN NCLTH CMAN

The cclonialist authorities in Abu Dhali arrested
merchant Mohammad al- Imran from Sharjah last week bringing
the number of detrinees to 45 frem all territories in Oman.

The Jordanian and British intellipence are launching
a wide-scale arrest campaign amidst the citizers in Abu Dhabi
who face different types of barbaric torture in underground
prisons.

It is to Le recalled that the number of detainees in
Abu Dhabi is increasing as their numter reached more than
60 detainees since the start of 1972.

In spite of the passage of nearly one year on the
arrest of citigzens aftcr the abortive attempt which was made
Ly Saqr al-Qassemi in the beginning of 1972, the detainees
still face barbaric torture at the hands of the Jordanian
intelligence . This resulted in the death of one of the detainees.

The Federation of Arab Lawyers expressed the desire to
get acquainted with the conditions of the detainees in 4bu
Dhabi in the middle of 1972 but the authorities in Abu Dhali,
in a bid to win the public opinion, openly expressed their
preparedness to allow the entry of a delegation but later
rcjected its entry as the detainees are still without trial.

The wide-scale arrests and the way howthey were carried
out by the Jordanian intelligence in Abu Dhabli as well as
the methods of barbaric torture which start with hard beating
and different types of electrical torture and non-forwardance
of the detainees to any justl trial, is an open and flagrant
violation of human richts and the simplest international
laws, We ask the Federation of Aral Lawyers and national
and democratic ~rganisations in the Aral homeland and in the
world tc exercise their rcle in bearing pressure on the
colonialist authorities in Abu Dhabi to save the detainees from
the fate found by Abdul Aziz bin Hamid who died as a result of
torture.

We ask these democratic organisations to resent
such fiagrant violations of humand rights which are being
defaced by the local authorities under a stream of false
propaganda about freedom and democracy in North Cman.

The despatch of a delegation from the Federation of Arab
Lawyers conforms with the resolutions of the periodical
conferences of the Federation m the defence of freedcms in
the Aral homeland.

Puppet Qaboos asked him are you with the revolution or
with the government., The citizen replied Ly saying: I . have
no political links with the government or the revelution and
that my birth place is the rurals and I live with the masses
as a citizen not linked with any pxty.

fate was unknown uptoc now.

The puppet authorities in Abu Dhabi arrested 52 Omani
citizens and threw them in the darkness of prisons not
having their locations known by any one. The groups of Jordanian
officers in Abu Dhabi completely refused even toinform the
relatives of the detainees where their sons are.

In the Sultanate of Cman, they continued their savage
sainst the detainees in Kot al=Gallali priscns. In

on scme of the detainecs are imprisoned since more
than two years without trial and Jordanian reactionary officers
excrcise every brutal and savage methods of torture arainst the
detaihees in a terroristic bid to end the mass movement which
astonished the sheikhs of the so=called Federation of Amirates.
Several dys ago the puppet authorities in Sallalah arrested an
ordinary citizen in the Cgntral Regicn for nothing but because
he asked Qaboos to eradicate the fences struck arcund Sallalah.
A1l this is coupled with a heavy and increasing military campaign
on the liberated areas of Dhofar Region. Why all these
terroristic operations and why all thise criminal behaviour.

The puppets all over the arena cf Cman and the Arabian Gulf
were always and during the past years firmly Lelieving that
by gremting independence to Bahrain, Qatar, and the Federation
of  Amirates and by changing Sultan Saeced by the "enlightened
Sultan Qabceos", they were able tc end the whele naticnal massive
movement in the area and to terminate the entire blazing
and flambouyant revolutionary situation. Many of the newspapers
beat the drums that peace and stability will exist in the area
shortly and that a cemfortable atmosphere will prevail in the
area for the foreign monopolies and investments.

In thls way %nd openly
the American cfficials announce their Aaims bgh}nc arming
Iran., They said that the aim behind the vast military bul%d—%p
is to fill the vacuum in the Gulf area gnd to ccnfrcnt the Arab
revolutionary movements in that strateg}c area which tugns up
the bigrest part of oil on which America, Burope and Japan
depend.
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
