THE CHAMBER'S ACTIVITY

Cases of Commercial Disputes

The Chamber handled during the year 1988,
a number of cases which reached 179. The
subject of those cases varied between non-
settlement of the value of goods, non-confor-
mity to specifications or delay in settlement,
non-arrival of the goods contracted for, or
short landing of such goods or arrival of such
goods in a damaged condition, whether partly
or wholly, in addition to the trade agencies
cases, and cases related to shipping, cases of
Indentors and cases related to Insurance and
Letters of Credit and similar other subjects.

As to the Arbitration cases, the Committee of
Conciliation and Arbitration in the Chamber
handled some of these cases and there are
others pending before it.

Contained hereunder a statistical summary of
the cases handled by the Chamber classified in
accordance with the subject of the cases, and
another summary classifying the cases in
accordance with the parties to the disputes and
a third summary classfying the cases in accor-
dance with the geographical distribution of the
parties, and lastly a summary classifying cases
in accordance with its final disposition.

reements and the different contracts related to
export and import business. We recommend
our members to make use of the experts in the
fields of contracts and export and import to
supervise the drafting of such contracts and
the terms and conditions incorporated in them,
such as sale contract, Letter of Credit, Ship-
ping documents, Insurance.

Taking immediate precautionary measures
on the arrival of goods not in conformity to the
agreed contract, by undertaking a survey of the
goods by the concerned survey companies
which would be a document of proof against
the exporter. Also immediate notification to the
exporter of any damage to the goods.

When the subject of the dispute is submitted
to the concerned authorities or Chambers of
Commerce in the country of the exporter or to
the official or special Representative Trade
Centres, the member merchant should define
his complaint carefully and support it with the
relevant documents so as to save time and ef-
fort.

The Chamber concentrated its attention to
spread industrial awareness among its mem-
bers by rendering services to the industrialists
whether technical or information-wise. In this
respect, it could achieve many industrial

ducers, on the other hand, in order to
adopt specified policies and strategies to
direct and promote the exports, and to
create the necessary coordination for
organizing the volume, kind, and quality of

activities such as preparing studies, parti it
ing in seminars and conferences related to the
industrial field, and submitting suggestions and
remarks aiming at providing industrial informa-
tion for its members, the concerned persons,
and the industrial sector in general.

The most important of these activities are the
following:

Firstly: Industrial and technical studies
and services

1. Classification of industrial activities

The Chamber participated beside Dubai
Municipality in studying the classifications of
industrial sectors and activities which are applied
in Dubai, and in preparing a new classmcahon
in with the il
tions, and which can be flexible to cover the
industrial field in its different sectors and
activities. The new classification has been pre-
pared and shall be applied during 1989.

2. Seminar on Promoting Gulf Countries’
Exports

Upon the request of Baghdad Chamber of
Commerce and Industry, the Chamber made
several suggestions about the role of Gulf
Chambers in boosting Gulf exports. The
suggestions are as follows:

A) Entire cooperation between the Chambers
and the concerned authorities to support
and encourage exports on one hand, and
between the Chambers and the local pro-

The role of the Chambers in creating
mutual cooperation between the local pro-
ducers and the private export establish-
ments to exchange the profit and benefit
from the expertise and potentialities availa-
ble in both parties.

In order to overcome the problem of market-
ing the national products, the Chamber in

with the of
the Industrial Committee, submitted to the
U.A.E. Federation of Chambers an appli-
cation to contact the concerned authorities
to revive the idea of allocating a part of the
loans and economic aids granted by the
U.A.E. to different countries in the World in
the form of national industrial products. In
its memorandum submitted in this respect,
the Chamber explained the benefits of
applying this idea to the national economy
as well as the ways and means to apply it
practically.

How to establish an industrial project
in Dubai

Under this title, the Chamber has prepared
a working paper which includes the proce-
dure of establishing industrial projects in
the Emirate. This paper is an easy way for
an industrial investor to know the proce-
dure of getting the licence of establishing
the project, the important investment
opportunities which are available, and a list
of the facilities and advantages offered by

lli

Dubai Emirate in particular, and the U.A.E.
in general, to the industrial projects.

5. The Chamber asked the ‘‘Specialized
Institute for Engineering Industries” in Iraq
to prepare a technical study on quality con-
trol and its role in upgrading products qual-
ity. This study which was published in the
Chamber's Magazine explained the obsta-
cles of applying quality control in the
developing countries, the steps of applying
quality control, role of the high manage-
ment in adopting quality concepts, and the
statistical ways used in quality control.

6. Gulf Standard Specifications:The
Chamber received many projects of Gulf
Standard Specifications prepared previ-
ously by the concerned authorities in the
states of the Gulf Cooperation Council.
Many of these specifications and stan-
dards for different industrial products such
as aluminium oxidization, pressure reg-
ulators for valves of gas cylinders and insu-
lated electric cables, were distributed to
the different industrial establishments in
the Emirate in order to know their opinions
and remarks about these suggested
specifications.

2. Seminar on Industrial Quality Control
in the GCC States:

During the period from 2-29 September 1988,
a seminar on Industrial Quality Control was held
at the premises of the Chamber in cooperation
with the Arab Industrial Development Organiza-
tion (IDO). Around 20 persons representing a
number of local and Gulf industrial establish-
ments participated in this Seminar. A number of
subjects related to quality control, production
inspection, control and organization of industrial
process, statistical ways used in analysing the
data, and others were discussed.

3. In preparation of holding the third confer-
ence of the industrialists in the Arab Gulf Coun-
tries during 1989. This Chamber, upon the
request of the “Gulf Organization for Industrial
Consulting” submitted a suggestion to raise one
of the two following subjects in the Conference
to be the principal subject of the Conference.
They are:

— Upgrading the quality standard of locally
produced goods.

— Protection of the rights of Gulf producers.

The suggestion included the Chamber's opin-
ion about the working papers which will be sub-
mitted to the conference and which will study all
the problems related to both subjects.

4. Services of Data Bank: The Chamber pro-
vided local and foreign institutions, companies,
and with the available state-

in the G.C.C., Arab, and foreign countries, the
Chamber issued this Directory to be a funda-
mental reference for around 180 products able
to be exported and produced by 180 industrial
establishments in Dubai. This Directory was
dlstrlbuted to all Government and Official

For this purpose, a sub-system was designed
in order to process and store the data of the
said items. A special classification will be used
for storing the data.

The data available in the computer were
edited and printed. Some new programmes
were used to make the necessary amendments
and bring about the final output for printing the
Directory. This work necessitated the prepara-
tion of a diversified set of programmes and
reports.

Archives and Services Section

The Archives and Services Section is one of
the vital sections at the Chamber. It plays an
important role in the process of sorting out all
incoming and outgoing letters, recording and
keeping them in special files. These files are
kept attentively so that the Chamber's records
can be easily reached by all Sections and
Departments. Speed and accuracy are given
special attention in the performance of the
duties of this Section. This Section handles now
more than 900 files classified and kept in a
method that can include all subjects and letters
received by the Chamber from outside and
inside the Emirate of Dubai.

Personnel Section

The Personnel Section undertakes the proce-
dure of appointments and accounting dues and
leaves of all the Chamber's staff. It also controls

Trade Enquiries

They include local and foreign enquiries

The Dubai Chamber pursued preparing the
statistical lists of Dubai's external trade in
accordance with the statistics issued by the
Central Statistics Department in Dubai. In this
connection, all statistics pertaining to com-
modities and countries are recorded in sequ-
ence for a period of five years and are up-dated
in turn with the arrival of latest statistics.

Covering the Economic
Conferences and Seminars

The Chamber participated in the Seminar on
the free zones and their role in encouraging the
investment in Dubai during the period from 18
to 19.9.1988. It also participated in “The
Human Resources Conference” held in
Fujeirah during the period from 7 to 10.11.1988,
and the “Conference on Food Security and
Food Industries in the Gulf Countries and the
Arabian Peninsula” held in Sharjah during the
period from 17 to 23.12.1988. All studies, dis-
cussions, and working papers related to these
conferences and seminars were covered.

The Library

The Chamber has been keen to develop and
update the contents of its reference library in
tune with the economic developments the Emi-
rate of Dubai is witnessing. It intensified its con-
tacts with different official departments and par-
ties, trade centres, commercial attaches,
embassies and consulates in the U.A.E., and
Chambers of Commerce inside and outside the
Country in order to get the updated publications
prepared by them. It attended the annual book

fairs held during the year in Dubai, and bought
a large number of books from these fairs to be
added to the contents of the Library. It made an
enquiry about obstacles faced by the visitors of
the reference library, and an evaluation of the
services rendered to the visitors. The Chamber
also started preparing a comprehensive direc-
tory for the contents of the Library which will be
entered into the computer to enable the refer-
ence library to render better services to the vis-
itors.

The number of people who visited the refer-
ence library during 1988 amounted to 3491, an
increase of 21.2% from 2879 visitors in 1987.

During the year 1988, the Chamber extended
a series of services, facilities and recommen-
dations to its registered members, as well as to
inquirers whether they were businessmen, pri-
vate establishments or government depart-
ments, and to all economic sectors from inside
and outside the Emirate of Dubai.

6. Information Activities
A) Trade and Industry Magazine

The Chamber continued issuing its monthly
magazine “Trade & Industry”. This magazine
publishes a number of business information,
economic studies and reports, statistics on
trade movement, and laws and decrees related
to the economic sector. So, the Magazine which
is issued in both Arabic and English, has
become an important reference in this respect.

In 1988, the Chamber decided to distribute
the magazine to Emirate Airline and the
principal hotels in Dubai in order to acquaint
businessmen with the economic activities which
may encourage them to promote their dealings
with Dubai. The distribution of the

In 1988, the Chamber intensified its activity
aiming at strengthening and developing the
existing business relations between Dubai and
the foreign countries. The promotion of Dubai
and its regional commercial position included
receiving more delegations and trade missions,
cooperating in holding local and international
exhibitions, and explaining the positive results
achieved by establishing foreign trade centres
in Dubai. This activity also included cooperation
in organizing seminars aiming at improving the
performance standard, in addition to supplying
information aimed at making known the prog-
ress achieved by Dubai by setting up more

The activities of receiving these
delegations and trade missions include making
previous contacts with them, providing entry
visas for them, sending circulars to the con-
cerned businessmen about the visit of each
delegation to get acquainted with the items in
which it deals and the services it offers, holding
meetings with these delegations and missions
in order to give the concerned local
businessmen the opportunity of meeting with
them, and providing them with all they might
need during their visits.

On receiving these delegations, the Chamber
concentrates on the following:

a) Explaning the importance of Dubai's com-
mercial position, utilities, and facilities it
provides, and its economic role at the reg-
ional level, with the aim of encouraging the
companies represented in these delega-
tions and missions to make Dubai a centre
and a base for their dealings with the Gulf
Region and the Middle East.

b) ing the foreign i to

c) Explaining the advantages of the New
Agency Law, and the appointment of local
agents.

Explaning the importance of establishing
trade centres in Dubai by foreign countries
to promote their dealings with the Arabian
Gulf Region. In 1988, the Chamber
received delegations and trade missions
from 24 countries. A number of these dele-
gations were headed by outstanding per-
sonalities such as the Minister for Foreign
Affairs of Denmark, the Minister of Finance
of Berlin, the G.D.R. Deputy Minister for
Foreign Affairs, the Mayor of Frankfurt, the
Governor of Gordoba/Argentina, the Vice-

Pesaro Chamber/ltaly, and the President
of Lecce Chamber/ltaly.

2. Exhibitions and Fairs

Sixty (60) exhibitions and fairs were held in
Dubai last year, out of which 13 were interna-
tional exhibitions, 12 were foreign individual
exhibitions, three of them were held in the
exhibition hall of the Chamber, and 35 local
exhibitions held in some hotels.

The Chamber provides the required informa-
tion and facilities for holding these exhibitions
including the submission of recommendation
letters to the concerned authorities to license
these exhibitions. It has become customary that
Dubai Chamber of Commerce to have a special
stand in every one of those international exhib-
itions to assist participants and visitors, intro-
duce them to the concerned citizens, and pro-
vide them with information and statistics which
they may need.

3. Trade Centres

The Chamber endeavours to encourage the
establishment of government trade centres in
Dubai, since this is an important factor for rais-
ing the standard of Dubai's commercial role,
morally and materially, in addition to the
benefits it gives to the business community in
Dubai. The Chamber undertakes to convince
foreign countries to establish such centres
through explaining what the trade centres work-
ing in Dubai have achieved in promoting the
dealings of their countries with this Region.
Korea, for instance, could double its exports to
Dubai after setting up its trade centre in it.

In 1988, Iraq re-opened its trade centre in
Dubai and Poland, Italy, and Spain established
new trade centres, while Yugoslavia started set-
ting up a trade centre. The number of govern-
ment trade offices and centres working in Dubai
rose to 28, in addition to trade offices affiliated
to the of: Great Britain, the United

Governor of Zhetiang Province/F le’'s
Republic of China, the President of the
Moroccan Federation of Chambers of
Commerce, the President of the Austra-
lian-Arab Chamber, the President of the
Belgian Chamber, the President of the
