The West - Nasser Dangerous C'ampaign

! WSTERN Powers, CENTO Government, and
Nasser started a fresh campaign of propa-
ganda and intimidation against the Iraqi Republic.
This is, however, not the first time they have
embarked on such a campaign, usually as a prelude
to a plot to overthrow the patriotic government of
Traq and reinstate a reactionary rule on the Iraqi
people once more. 2
But it has seldom happened that schemes to as-
sassinate leaders of other countries and to overthrow
their popular regimes are talked about as quite or-
dinary affairs, Cairo’s “Voice of the Arabs” and
Nasser's mouthpiece al-Ahram are now daily call-
ing for the assassination of the Traqi Premier.
Abdul Hakim Amer is now dispatched to be Nas-
ser's “strongman” in Syria. It is true that things
in Syria are moving not to the liking of Nasser and
the situation in that unfortunate Arab land is be-
coming more explosive every passing day, but
UAR spokesmen have hardly disguised their in-
tentions in posting Amer to Syria. Indeed the “Voi-
ce of the Arabs” declared on Oct. 27 that Amer had
decided to send two mobile radio stations to Deir
el-Zour on the Traqi border.
Western correspondent in Syria  reported of
troops concentration in that area.

HE Prime Minister, Abdul Karim Qassim, in
a nation-wide broadcast greeted the 14th An-
niversary of the United Nation Organisation,
gaying “I have pleasure to address my
noble fellow countrymen on this great day, and
to participate with them, together with _peqple of
the whole world in celebrating this occasion.

The Premier then went on to point out the im-
portance of the foundation of the UNO and said:
“In establishing the UNO the people have taken a
couragous step forward to block the road of wars,
to preserve peace and security, to secure Juat:.ce|a.nd
equality among the peoples to raise the peoples’ s0-
cial and economic standard and to raise their stand-
ard of living in an _atmosphere of equality and
freedom”. The Premier quoted part of the UNO
Charter saying: “In its Charter correct principles for
solving the conflicts among countries _ peacefully
are included...”. “The Iraqi Republic” the Premier
said: “will continue to struggle for ever, for these

rinciples.”

G “Yplv’hen the people of the whole world celebrate
this day they are in fact celebraigi.ng this historical
change which presents a new vital stage where
rights of all peoples are recognised: that is _freedum,
independence and the non-interference in their
affairs.” S
“The Uited Nations, hence, is the beginning of
a new era for the progress of mankind. We have
deen confidence that the efforts from all parts of the
wo:gd will be united to strengthen this organisation
as a means to combat the forces of evil and aggres-
sion, and a means to spread understungimg, peace
and friendship among the various nations.”

One might dismiss this sort of reasoning as anti-
Nasser prejudice on the part of the organ of the
British die-hards, had it not been for Cairo’s inces-
sant campaign of incitement, infiltration and con-
centration of troops on the Iraqi borders.

_Nasser’s new game is no secret any more and
he is acting as if Traq were already an eastern re-
gion of UAR. The Iragi Premier and people are be-
ing accused by Cairo, for having “‘stolen” Iraq and
its revolution from its “ligitimate owners.”

The situation is becoming increasingly tense
and may result in unforeseen consequences on the
part of Nasser and his backers.

The Union
also requested information on the amount and kind
of aid required in the event of deciding to build
centres for Algerian orphans near the Frontiers so
that the Union can'also contribute to this.
New Light Industries Firm

The Light Industries Firm has now been re-

gistered at the Registrar of Companies and
its shares are to be offered for sale next week. The
Company will be entitled to (A) buy,, {_:onstmct,
take on lease, employ and exploit factories and
machineries required for its functioning (B) look
for raw materials which it can exploit (C) manufac-
ture, buy, sell, export and import all commodities re-
levant to the Company's duties (D) earry out sci-
entific studies and technical experiments leading to
improved production (E) Carry out vgerhal angl act-
ual arrangemnts required for its objectives inside
and outside Iraq. The Company aims at initiating
light factories such as that for domestic utensils,
radio repair workshops, small  plants for metal
casting joints, locks, table accessories, washing ma-
chines, electrical buttons, bolts and washers.

Education Miniter in Prague
HE Minister of Education and leader of the
Iraqi delegation to  the Socialist countries,
Brig. Muhiddin Abdul Hamid arrived in
Prague on October 18th. During his  stay,
‘the Minister will visit educational institutions and
conduct talks with educational authorities on the
strengthening of cultural relations between Iraq and
COzechoslovakia. The delegation has already comple-
ted its visit to the Soviet Union, and the German
Demoeratic Republic.
Trade Delegation
THE Traqi Trade Delegation to the Far Fast,
which returned on October 14th called on the
Minister of Commerce and reported the results of
the delegation's talks with the authorities in Paki-
stan, India, Burma, Indonesia, Singapore, Malaya
and Ceylon.

Two Plots — Says Abdi

MAJOR General Ahmad Saleh al-Abdi, the
Military Governor General disclosed that the
authorities have uncovered another plot on the life
of the Prime Minister, Maj.-Gen. Qassim. - He de-
clared that in reply to a question by al-Rai al-Amm,
Baghdad evening daily. General Abdi said:

“Ves, we have discovered another sinful attempt
aiming to assassinate our beloved leader.
Investigation is still going on in this case.

It has not yet been disclosed as to what quar-
ters have taken part in the second foul plot on the
life of the Iraqi Premier, but it is known that the
British paper, The Sunday Times had threatened on
August 16th. “Unless he (Premier Qassim) gives
evidence of a greater degree of leadership than he
has done so far, power may go to stronger hand
than his.”

General Abdi also disclosed that the Iragi au-
thorities “‘received information, 10 days before the
attack (on the Premier) that a military brigade of
the United Arab Republic Army had been transfer-
red to near the Iraqi borders. We also received ade-
quate information on hostile activities across the
border such as the training of volunteers, plotters
and traitors. After the sinful attack, our authorities
arrested in Mosul County a Syrian infiltrator carry-
ing 75 sticks of dynamite together with other equip-
ment for explosion and sabotage. This traitor is now
before the Investigation Committee after identifying
him. I believe that it has arrived at satisfactory re-
sults and facts.”

The Military Governor, who is concurrently the
Chief of General Staff, warned the aggressors and
adventurists that the people and the Army under
the leadership of Premier Qassim were on “the gu-
ard to paralyse any sinful hand extended to the

Stapility Can Be Achieved Through Realism and
Consideration of Tactics of Imperialism

VER since the creation of our Republic, the
basic task has become the safgguardmg of
this Republic. In view of this, the main duty of all
sincere people has heen to call the at-
tention .of the patriotic Government, of
the people and the patriotic forces to the plots
perpetrated by the enemies. These repeated warn-
ings have been received with disfavour by some
circles. We were charged with inventing plots. Some
of the reactionary papers which had undertaken to
prepare the minds of the people for the latest plot
have even gone to the extent of claiming fhat the
three previous plots were perpetrated by commun-
ists. Some circles considered that such warnings as
creating a state of anxiety and instability.
As a matter of fact it is the successive plots
that tend to create an atmosphere of instability.
The imperialists know that and that is why they are
fond of perpetrating one plot after the other in spite
of their failure; they know they can thus confuse the
political and economic situation. The same line was
pursued in Syria prior to plunging her into the arms
of Nasser and the Bank of Egypt.
It therefore goes without saying that the imperia-
lists and covetous circles can never be _expectud to
desist from plotting. To achieve stability we must
start from this objective fact. Prior to the latest
plot, relative stability bad set in reflecting itself
on the economic field. But the plot which came as a
surprise to public opinion, has shaken this stability
despite its failure. It was precisely the element of
surprise which upset the state of stability. Ignoring

The imperialists who failed in their overt de-
signs to liquidate the Palestine question through
their notorious agents and .even through men of
the State Department, are now giving this assign-
ment to a person they imagine to be the undisputed
pioneer of Arab nationalism. The new B.E‘.‘t.empt con-
sists of an agreement between the two ‘‘sovereign
states of UAR and Israel about some domestic is-
sues; these issues are the passage of shxps to and
from Israel against Tsrael's pledge to desist from
frontier provocations and to implement the UN re-
solutions on Palestine. :

The Burmese Prime Minister, who visited '.hot:h
Cairo and Tel-Aviv had also paved the way for this
step and obtained informal agreements,

Following the Burmese Mediation between
Nasser and Ben Gurion, Nasser submitted & new
proposal in a statement to the director of the Ame-
rican AP, Office expressing his readiness to permit
Israel to use the Suez Canal provided the UN re-
solutions on Palestine are implemented. In order to
give the impression that the proposal originated
from Cairo and not Washington, .@.l—Akhbar (Egy-
ptian daily) published a report circulated by the
Middle East News Agency (aleo Egyptian) to_the
effect that the United States and UN were giving
serious considerations to Nasser’s proposal of form-
ing a Committee to implement all UN resolutions
on Palestine.

Along with these preliminaries, Nasser, Husein
and Saud are going ahead with their efforts for a
rapprochment and joint meetings.

From all this it appears that Nasser is under-
taking to Arabise or Egyptianise the i;nperialmt
plan of liquidating the Palestine question in a man-
ner that would make it appear that he is sacrifising
Egypt's rights and interests for the sake of Pales-
tine.

Although the Arab peoples do not need to be
alerted to the conspiratorial nature of this Nasser-
ite “‘sacrifice”, the imperialist circles in Waghmgton
have betrayed the plan by hastily welcoming the
plan and describing it as a positive proposal coming
from No. one Arab Spokesman. "

The motive behind Nasser's attempt to come to
terms with Israel is the same and his compromising
attitude with the imperialists on the Algerian ques-
tion and the same as the motives behind his conspi-
racies against Iraq and his attitude towards the
whole of the Arab Liberation Movement. In all these
cases Nasser is acting as the stooge of imperialism,
particularly American. But in plotting against Irad
he is also motivated by his designs on our Republic;
it is these designs that are leading him to compro-
mise on the Algerian issue, to come to terms with
Tsrael and to stand against the Arab liberations
movement and in support of imperialism.

Why Do the Enemies of the Republic Resort t
Assassination and Plotting? i

THE enemies of the Republic, namely imper-
iailsm, UAR rulers, feudalism and their stoo-
ﬁea, never desisted from plotting against our Repub-

¢ and Leader; without geration, the intervals
between one plot and the other were used for pre-
paration for the next plot. The enemies of the Re-
publie, steered by imperialism, could find no other
way to restore the old system except through con-
Bgu'mg. The latest conspiracy was associated, as
shown by concrete evidence, more than the others
with the activities of imperialist circles such as the
Central Treaty Organisation (formerly
Baghdad Pact) the rapprochment among
the reactionary Arab rulers and their
impudent inquiry about the Leader surviv-
ing to see the end of the Interim Period. It should
not be forgotten that the negotiations with 0il Com-
panies have prior to the plot become more compli-
cated and were combined with a vicious campaign,
which cannot be dissociated from the conspiracy,
against Iraq’s financial position in order to spread
pessimism among the various popular circles. The

fact that some previously nationalists groups were .

used in this conspiracy does not mean that these are
the instigators of the plot. Even the UAR’s rulers
are only the instzuments and junior -partners
of the imperialist® circles. Imperialism cannot
dream of regaining Iraq through legitimate means
and has no alternative but to attempt to overthrow
the government by intrigues coupled with violence.

' Imperialism has partly succeeded in creating
a split in the national ranks and in shaking the
solidarity between the people and Government; it
found in this the most opportune moment to deliver
its blow. Any apparent haste in the conspiracy . is
due to the fact of the near expiry of the Transition
Period which means the legalisation of parties, ele-
ction of the Founding Assembly representing the
people and the sovereignty of the nation, and hence
it means the cosolidation of the Republic. In addition
imperialism found in Abdul Karim a bitter uncom-
promising and undaunted enemy.

The People Know Who Is Directing Fire At Their
Republic,

I N an article by John Kimche, in the London
Sunday Express about the latest plot against
our Refublic, the paper tried to give the plot the
outlook of an internal Arab strife and to exonerate
imperialism, especially British, from it. But our
people have learnt much about the methods of im-
perialism and are no longer deceived by such claims
that exonerate imperialism which utilises local re-
action as instruments for the carrying out of their
plots against liberated countries. The writer revie-
wed the Nasser-Saud meetings and the understand-
ing between Nasser and Husein as though these
were the real culprits, and placed some of the res-
ponsibility on the Americans and not the British;
he wrote about the concentration of UAR and Jor-
danian troops on the Iragi frontiers in readiness for
intervention in case the plot succeeds, again as
though the Jordanian troops rcould move without
British consent. The writer even went as far as
alleging that it was Comrade Bagdash’s anti- Nasser
speech on the occasion of the celebration of the
Chinese National Day that convinced Nasser-Husein
of the impossibility of armed intervention and hence
they resorted to assassination as an alternative and
as one of its links.

Our people know that any external aggression
will not find our Republic single-handed as long as
we have the support of a formidable world forces.
They know that the battle is not that of Qassim
versus Nasser, as- is alleged by imperialist papers,
but of a liberated Republic against imperialism and
its junior partners among the reactionary Arab
rulers, feudalists and their stooges.

The objective is to overthrow our Republic and
recapture Iraq and not Nasser and Hussein’s de-
sire to combat an alleged communist menace. Prior
to the latest plot—a period charecterised by the
intensificarion of the danger of reaction — the co-
mmunists were the target to a vicious campaign
and for the first time all the enemies of the Repub-
lic were able to umitc in reactionary groupings un-
der the cover of combatting communism. No one
in Iraq could believe that there existed a communist
danger threatening the oil privileges or the rea-
ctionary Arab rulers behind the borders,

Assassination cannot determine the destiny of
our Republic as long as the people, Army and Go-
verment are united and focussing their attention



on their main enemy, namely imperialism which
still possesses many interests and a large fifth
column in our country. Imperialism is trying in vain
to divert our attention to its junior partners
among the reactionary Arab rulers and this or that
local group who have fallen to the extent of consp-
iring against our Republic; we have thousand and
one evidence that imperialism is the real culprit and
not merely the dil;ector-or instigator of the plot.

A New Evidence . . . And a New Chance

MPERIALISM remains and will continue to

be the basic enemy of our Republic and its
achievements and of the Arab Liberation Movement
in general; for the July 14th Revolution as well as
the armed struggle waged in various Arab countries
were and still are directed against imperialist exploi-
tation and schemes. Every attempt to mask this
fact and divert attention onto imaginary or second-
ary enemies is no more than an imperialist intrigue.

In trying to divert attention away from its cri-
mes, imperialism follows various means in order to
distort facts and mislead public opinion; as much
as it can it tries not to come in the forefront and
to find agents to carry out its role. One of the most
dangerous  examples to these attempts is plot-
ting against our Republic; for the July 14th Revolu-
tion has dealt a severe blow to the imperialist control
and plans not only in Iraq but in the Middle and
Near Easts. Our Republic was and remains a thorn
in the side of the imperialists. Hence these circles tri-
ed various means of pressure, threats and psycholo-
gical warfare by landing their troops in Jordan and
Lebanon to destroy our Republic; but they failed
thanks to the firm stand of the government headed
hi,z Abdul Karim Qassim to the vigilance of our peo-
ple and their readiness to defend their Republic and
thanks to the friendly states headed by the Soviet
Union and Peaple’s China. Ever since this experience,
imperialism tried to give their plans an ‘Arab’ Natio-
nalist’, or ‘Religious’ outlook; they estimated that the
best man to undertake the job is Nasser with whom
they share the desire to get rid of our liberated de-
mocratic republie through annexing it as a new Pro-
vince of “Vital Field” to the Bgyptian monopolies.
Nasser calculated that the best slogan to cover up
his attempt is that of “Arab Unity"”. These new at-

The Recent Measures in  Syria and their Relation
With the Plotting on the Iraqi Republie:

LTHOUGH the measires which were taken

by Nasser in Syria by appointing Abdul Ha-
kim Amer as an absolute ruler, might seem to some
people as abnormal and strange, yet they are in fact
quite expected and they are logical in view of the
sature of the present rule in oppressed sister Syria
and by comparison with the insistence to proceed in
the path of plotting on our Republic.

The first thing that comes actoss one's mind in
explaining this fascist aggressive measure, is the
total failure with which the “unity” ended; that
unity which was realised through a way other than
the normal way for unity between two fraternal
countries; the way of unity from above, the way of
decrees. The unity was realised against the funda-
mental rights of the Syrian people from various
classes—workers, peasants, craftsmen, free intelli-

gentsia and the national bourgeoisie both industrial

and ﬁeg:m;ti[e.

ndoubtedly the failure with which the “‘unity”
e_ndedlanq the resulting deterioration in the ma.ten'};.l
situation in Syria, the popular resistance which resul-
ted from that against dictatorship and the fascist
repression of the people to force them to surrender
and submit, are among the basic factors which im-
pelled Nasser to take these measures. But we regard
that what made Nasser dispateh Abdul Hakim Amer
in this hasty manner and in this circumstance in
particular goes beyond the question of the erisis of
rule, the crisis of the general situation in Syria and
the intensification of the “danger” of the oppressed
Syrian people on their tryant rulers, We see that
these measures are essential part of the imperialist-
Nasserist reactionary plotting on our Republic. We
also see that these measures have the closest links
with the session of the Central Treaty Organisation
which was held in Washington few days ago and with

ating Premier Qassim. A large flock of U.S. aircraft
arrived to Anjelia military Airbase near Atna in
Turkey. The Turkish newspaper, “Agsham” said
that the arrival of the flock of the equipped and
armed bombers and air-fighters was linked with the
recent events in Iraq. “Millat” newspaper of Turkey
reported that as soon as the report of attack on ma-
jor General Qassim in Irag was received, a flock of
U.S. military aircraft landed in  the military Air
base of Anjelia. Those aireraft belonged to airbases
in Italy.

The Foreign Minister of Pakistan stated on his
way back from Washington that the session of the
Cento which was held in Washington has discussed
the developments in Iraq.

Furthermore, the Daily Express reported that
measures were taken recently to expand the bar-
racks in Deir el-Zour (in Syria), and were reinforc-
ed by an armoured force. The diplomats were infor-
med to regard the area of Deir el-Zour as a banned
area.

In addition to all that, the Iragqi Government
received information before the treacherous attack

- that a military brigade from the Army of the UAR

was transferred near to the Iragi borders. ~The
Traqi Government received, as Maj.-Gen. Ahmad
Saleh al-Abdi declared, information on hostile acti-
vities across the borders such as the training of
volunteers, plotters and traitors. The Iraqi authori-
ties had actually arrested a Syrian infiltrator carry-
ing an amount of explosives.

If we reviewed the known newspapers which
are published here and repeat the contents of the
broadcasts made by Nasser's public and elandestine
radios and whose articles are in turn broadeasted by
those radios. .If we recall the identities of the
traitors who carried the sub-machine guns in
Rashid Street, the identities of those who surrcugnd
them, their teachers, the ones who are coscealing
them and the ones who are keeping  silent about
them...If we do that, it will very evidently manifest
the threads which link those who carried the
submachine guns and the ones who surround them,
with the infiltrators, the activities across the bor-
ders, the concentration of military troops, the ex-
pansion of barracks in Deir el-Zour, the declaration
of Deir el-Zour area as banrned one, the sudden
arrival of Abdul Hakim Amer the day that followed
the failure of the conspiracy, the appointment of
Amer as the absolute ruler on Syria with the move-
ment of the U.S, aireraft in  Turkey and with the
meeting of Centro in Washington,

Therefore, in spite of the close connection of
the recent measures in Syria with the internal crisis
which sweeps Nasser's rule over the Syrian people,
but they are in our opinion of fundamental connec-
tion with the plotting on the Tragi Republic.

A Thus, in view of this critical situation, we see
that the situation calls on the patriotic Government

to heighten their vigilance, increase their guard on
the borders and increase their readiness all over the
country and the areas of the border especially the
counties of Mosul and Ramadi ... Ramadi, the county
which al-Hurriya newspaper challenged one of its
citizens two days hefore the treacherous attempt on
the life of the Premier, if he could set foot on the
ai;'ea. of that county since it was a “closed county for
them.”

We also think that our Government should not
be silent towards the provocations taking place on
the border since these conspiratorial measures are of
the closest links with the imperialist circles. Thus
the safeguarding of the Republic necessitates the
handling of the problem on both Arab and Interna-
tional levels. '

Monday, 20-10-1959

AF‘EW days ago the Central Treaty Organisa-
tion held its session in Washington and the
foreign Minister of Pakistan declared, after the end
of the session that they “discussed the situation
in Iraq”.

A few days, too, the breach between Nasser,
Husain and Saud was heald and contacts and talks
were conducted among them. After that Abdul
Hakim Amers regime set out concentrating troops
and tribes on the Iragi borders; the chorus of S?.m-
arrai, Sawwaf and the rest of the traitors rose in a
hysterical campaign against the Iraqi Republic, its
leader and accomplishments. During their poisonous
campaigns they did not attempt to conceal the cri-
minal scheme enginered against Iraq.

In addition, Hussain's government concentrated
its troops on our borders.

Before that, flights of US military aircraft land-
ed and took up positions ;in Turkey.

It was reported that troops are being concen-
trated on the side of our borders and the chance
prvided for infiltration and the smuggling of
arms.

Recently well-known newspapers which hide
themselves behind the slogans of anti-communism,
foremost among which is al-Hurriya, have under-
taken the task of calling “all enemies of communism
to unite”. Al-Hurriva indicated the quarters which
called for this unity, showing the "impor‘tance". of
collaboration with imperialism to serve the awaited
“aim"? In its call it said: “The enemies of commu-
nism meet with imperialism. What is in that, imper-
jalism is an enemy of communsim and so are we...
All of us meet in defending God”.

In the course of these meetings, gatherings and
concentrations and the campaign of the hired press
abroad and at home, the criminals attempted the
vile attack on leader Qassim but failed to assassin-
ate him as they have failed till now to fulfil their
conspiratorial plan against Irag, though they are
still trying to carry it out through their criminal
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endeavours from across the borders.

Observation of all these events not only reveals
the extent of the hatred which is harboured by the
enemies of our blic and the enemies of the
Arab liberation movement in general; not only re-
veals the enormity of the conspiracy, but also
reveals and confirms once again that in the question
of conspiring against the Tragi Republic and the
Arab liberation movement the schemes were and are
drawn uE by the imperialist circles in the first place.
As for the covetous-agents, they are given the task
of execution in order to put an “Arab dress” on the
“imperialist” scheme. Therefore we say the concen-
trations and the entire conspiracy are essentially of
imperialist making.

The reasons which impel them to dress the im-
perialist plots in an Arab garb are obviously due
to the immense difficulties which confront direct
foreign intervention in the first place; secondly to
facilitate and conceal the aim of the covetous ecire-
les and thirdly to cover up the essence of the activ-
ity of the agents and the hirelings and to facilitate
;iecepticn of those who could be deceived inside
raq.

If the seriousness of this conspiracy and the
numeration of the criminal firmness in order to face
it and erush it, then the question of the concentra-
tions on the border reguires to be exposed and
condemned internationally without delay, as we
have explained in the last two days. As far as the
internal situation is concerned, it requires speedy
elimination of the possibilities of carrying out any
subversive act and the laying of hands on the age-
nts who are getting ready to perform their tasks
at the required moments. In our view the firm and
speedy measures which the present situation dicta-
tes should not be confined to the investigation of
the direct executors of the criminal attack on the
leader Qassim and their partners in the crime. If
an investagation and juridicial measures are needed
to take their course in this case in order to preserve
Justice, then the blocking of the way of the great
conspiracy requires caution and alterness and the
taking of every measure that foils the conspiracy
and nips it in the bud.

The popular masses and all the patriotic forces
are today in the position of experts in iménrlalist
intrigues, conspiracies and methods and their
awareness of what is going on around them has be-
come highly sensitivc and sharp.
