Again, the puppet authorities
in Bahrain revealed their repr-
essive identity and once again

“mob police” which is sent for
arresting the workers and ope-
ning fire on them, then inter-
feres.

The stand taken by the
Government only clearly refle-
¢is its new attitude which aims
at encouraging foreign invest-
menfs by giving them more
concessons in the country and
clearing the labour struggles
in order to make the companies
feel that the atmosphere is clear
and suitable for them.

This was admitted by the
Minister of development who
denied rumours which indicated
that businessmen started to
leave Bahrain following the
labour disturbances which took
place in the country.

If the govenment stood by the
side of the companies against
the Bahraini workers, then the

Americans Are Pardoned Of Any Crimes Commitied In Iran

Months after the white revolu-
tion, the national forces confr-
onted the fake reforms of the
authority. The white revolution
came under the solgans: “no
for the dictatorship of the Shah
and down with the Shah’s
regime.”

The aim of the reforms was
to absorb the masses wrath and
a curtain for hiding the trage-
dies of the people.

The religous men shared the
national forces in confronting
the Shah’s reforms. These were
topped by al-Khamini who is
exiled at present in Iraq.

The ' government laid down
a law calling for the non-trial
of Americans in the Iranian
courts whatever be the erimes
committed by them. This law
was suggested by America to
Iran, Turkey and others and
was not accepted except by Iran,

On 5th June, 1973 and during
Ashura which continued for a
week, the ordinary demonstra-
tions turned from religious
demonstrations to political de-
monstrations in Teheran, Asf-
ahan, Mished, Shiraz, Tibriz
and other towns.

On 5th June, 1963 and during
religous ulema al-Khamini de-
liversd a speech to the masses
and declared his open hostility
to the authority and prepared-
ness to commit martyrdom for
the sake of resisting the autho-
rity. He was chanting two slo-
gans:

“The Shah is traitor and those
loving him are infidels”
“Americans law places Iran
and its people in the hands of
America”,

On 5th June, at three in the
morning, the forces of the Shah
attacked the house of al-Kham-
ini and arrested him. His arrest
was spread amongst the people

In the morning of 5th June,
roudy demonstrations were sta-
ged during which the demons-
trators damaged the statues of

the Shah erected in the squares
and attacked the Ministry of
Information and other places.

On this day the forces of the
Shah came down to the streets
‘and took up positions there and
erected the barriers. The army
was equipped with tanks and
armoured cars and the author-

ity ordered its forces to open
fire on the citizens with the
aim of killing them. The people
were armed with stones and
long pieces of timber through-
ouf the day. In the evening, the
state of emergency was declar-
ed.

Ramain was one of the vill-

ages from which a large group
of peasants came out and went
to Teheran. When this group
arrived near Baferabad bridge,
fire was opened by the Shah's
forces on them and were killed.

HOW LONG WILL

The Government of Bahrain
did not find a means to follow
for setfling the strikes of work-
ing c¢lass for defending
iself against t h e exploita-
tion and oppression of the com-
panies and in the face of the
deprivation of this class of the
right 1o form workers unions
and federations, other than to
follow its old method of repr-
ession: The Bahraini Governm-
ent issued an order to the Inter-
ior minister ( Henderson ) to
interfere for solving the strike
staged by the Alba “aluminium
workers and to repress any att-
empt atusing the moves of str-
ikes for aims enabling it to
threaten the political and econ-
omie position in the country,

These measures come after
the government neglected thro-
ugh out the age of the national
council, the demands of the
workers topped by their legiti-
mate right to form workers
unions and a federation for
them,

During the past period the
government tried to make the
council as a doorstep enabling
it to confine the class conflicts
within its scope and to promise
the workers of realising their
demands - according to the
moods of the sheikhs and the
neighbours.

It also tried by various mea-
ns to convince them that the
council, is the council of the
people including workers, mer-
chants and the al-Khalife fam-
ily and that it is within the
capability of this council to rea-
ch the solution which will pres-
erve the rights of the workers
and their just demands. The
reactionary authority tried to
take advantage of the particip-
ation of some pational eleme-
nts in the council to distort the
working class and the crushed
masses who are agonising under
the burden of soaring up pricgs,
unemployment and class natio-

nal oppression. But all these

methods were doomed to fail-

ure as a result of the awareness
of the working class and its
firmness and realisation of the
status of the council and auth-
ority and the inability of these
weak corporations to realise
the demands of the workers.
Throughout the past period, the
authority tried to shatter the
working class through the hei-
ghtening of differences within
her ranks intensifying t h e
relations between the national
groups as well as by encourag-
ing some of them to undertake
some measures at the expense
of the working class and the
other national groups.

It also worked to liquefy the
struggle through the method of
procrastination which it follo-
wed with the constituent comm-
ittee of the workers and the
employers of Bahrain in 1972,
It also tried to show as if there
is a progressive wing in the
family adopting the demands
of the working class and defen-
ding them. This wing is repre-
sented by the crown prince and
is a distorted and desperate bid
to prepare new heroes for the
political stage in future,
Although there are differences
within the family and the react-
ionary regime but the colonial-
ist circles wanted to attach the
working eclass with the wing of
the ruling family in order to li-
nk all conflicts in the couniry
with it and, in other words, to
divert the class and natical st-
ruggle from its real course,

The reactionary circles wan-
ted through the elements deeply
sunk in reaction, to replace the
class struggle by sectarian
struggles led by the reactionary
bloc in the council.

But all theseBids were doom-
ed to failure due to the steadf-
astness and enlightenment of
the working class and after six

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i Ever since the plotting of
some regimes inside the Arab
League Committee and their
purposeful twisting of the assi-
gnment of the committee beca-
me clear where coudy state-
ments started to be released by
several sides inside the comm-
ittee, to the effect that the assig
nment of the committee is to
listen to the themes of Qaboos
and to support them, but not to
reveal the flagrant foreign
inerference in Oman the Arab
masses and the supporters and
friends of the revolution .every-
where followed such behaviours
and managed through their
enlightenment and experience
with the plotting of these pu-
ppet regimes against the Arab
liberation movement to analyse
the motives and aims of this
mal‘cious plan. In this connec-
tion, the Palestine, Yemen, and
Gulf Committee in London
issued the following statement:

In spite of the involvement
of the aircrafts of the British
Royal Air force and the Special-
British forces and mercenary
officers, all bids to deter the
procession of the people towa-
rds liberation have failed. The
Shah of Iran adhered to make
available 11,000 Iranian soldiers
and officers for crushing the
revolution as he says. The stra-
nge thing is that the Arab
League committee did not see
any thing of such interference
and does not consider it a threat
to the Arabism of Oman. More-
over it was satisfied with the

statements of he puppets in.

Muscat.

In the meeting held in Birmin-
gham, the Palestine, Yemen
and Arabian Gulf Committee
and the Branch of the General
Union of Yemeni workers and
Arab students addressed a me-
ssage to the Arab League com-
mittee reading:

“Qur meeting resents and
deplores such suspected medi-
ation project which denics the
representation of the people of
Oman and their armed revolu-
tion under the leadership of the
People’s Front for the Liberat-
ion of Oman and the Arabian
Gulf.”

Similar meetings were also
held in London and Leeds and
a memorandum was prepared
and signed by the Arab labour
organisations in Britain. The
memorandum deplores accent-
ance by the Arab League of the
Sultanate of Oman and its sil-
ence over the Iranian interfer-
ence,

In Berlin, the Support Co-
mmittee in West Berlin called
upon all Arab, German and
foreign organisations to a meet
ing which was held on 8th June
and was attended by m o r e

than one thousand a n d five
hundred people. The conferers
agreed to condemn the negli-
gence given by the commitlee
over the foreign presence and
Iranian invasion of Oman.

In Cairo the Arab studenis
organisations issued a stater.ent
in which they resented the new
conspiracies with which it is
wanted to encircle politically
and to create justificaions for
its liquidation through Arab
hands after the merecenaries of
the Shah of Iran failed to liqui-
date it.

In Beirut, the studens Organ-
isaions issued a statement in
which they condemned “a n d
deplored the Arab official sil-
ence over the crime of Iranian

invasion of Oman and the
crimes of war against the Omani
people in Dhofar and the sil-
ence over t h e occupat’on of
Arab territories by the Iranian
and Brilish forces.

In fhe United States, several
meelings were held in the main
towns including Los Angeles,
Athen Paragon, and Detroit
During these meeting, t h e
malicious plan was revealed
along w i t h the attempts to
make the Arab League a tool
for supporting the Iranian in-
vasion instead of exposing it.

In Paris, a roudy meeting
was held which was attended
by more than 1,000 persons on
8th June. The meeting was held
after the screening of the film
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“The Liberation Hour Came”.
The participants resenied the
silence of the Arab League over
the Iranian invasion and t h e
British interference.

In Stockholm, capital of
Swedeén, the Committee in Suo-
port of the Revolution in Oman
and the Arabian Gulf (Kroff)
held a ceremony on 10th June
on the ocecasion of the ninth
anniversary of the revoluticn
of 9th June. This took place in
cooperation with t h e union
Confederation of Iranian
Students in Stockholm and the
Eritrean Students National
Union as well as the Union of
Morocan workers and th e
League of Turkish workers,

months of the age of the coun-
cil of the authority the follow-
ing facts have been proved:

1) that the authority is the
basic and main enemy of the
masses and in the first place of
the working class and that it is
not prepared to submit its dem-
ands except when its losses
increase and discovers that
serious results will be suffered
by it by agnoring the rights of
the workers.

2) That the counecil is only
a tool in the hand of the rule
and not a tool in the hand of the
working class as in spite of the
commiitee formed by the coun-
cil of authrity, yet it was
unable to extend or postpone
anything connected with the
labour movement and its bad
circumstances.

3) That the authority proved
that it cannot give up repression
It quickly returned to exercise
its old method when it accused
all workers of being backed by
political movements which want
to use them. It, by that, ignor-
ing the legitimate political and
economic rights of the workers
and the other factions of the
people.

The authority by returning
back to its old method of repre-
ssion and by authorising ‘the
Henderson Ministry to arrest
the workers, it is only proving
once again its strong hostility
to the freedoms and its inability
even to conform with the requ-
isites of the parliamentary life,

4)It has been remarkably
proved to the workers that the
authority is their main enemy
and that this authority is defe-
