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MILITARY REPORT 

FROM COMMUNIQUE NO. 598 to 611/72 

FOR THE PERIOD FROM 28.11 to 4.1272 

To mark the fifth anniversary of national independence in 

the People's Democratic Republic of Yemen and celebrations by 
the Yemeni people of their National Day, the front forces 
operating in the north of Sarfeet launched a series of 
successful attacks on enemy positions in the north of sarfeet. 
They started these offensive operations from 28th November 
to 4th December, During these operations it marked the 30th 
of November (the day of the fifth anniversary of national 
independence of the Pecple's Democratic Republic of Yemen) 
for intensification of the fighting and its fierceness. The 
fighting continued from the early morning to the evening 
of the same day. Our forces showed great brilliance: in 
assorting their operations including sniping, chasing, 
moving war and lightning war. 

During this day our patriotic forces and fighters recorded 
immortal figures in the heart of the masses of our people in 

Oman and the Arabian Gulf proving the revolutionary cohesion 
between the masses of our people. in Oman and the Arabian Gulf 
and the masses of the people in Yemen. 

The celebration ,perations were not confined only to 
our forces in Sarfeet but also stretched to the east of the 
Red Line where hot and fierce fighting raged between our forces 
and the enemies in "Gubgat" and "I.hurbat" in the north of Wadi 
deuin. This is one one hand while on the other the offensive 
operations also covered the east of the region to stretch to 
the enemy centres in "Morbat", "Matbooti" and "Kheisal" highlands 
in the north of the Eastern Region and the south which is 
about twenty miles away from the capital of the region. 

It is worth recalling that coordination took place between 

the fighters of the People's Liberation Amy and the People's 
Militia on 29th November and 4th December to launch joint 
operations simultaneously on the aforementioned centres. This 
cause confusion and hysterical disturbance to the enemy forces.

wait for it and threatens its security and stability and loots 
its wealth through the new American military presence, and 
the veiled British presence and through reactionary expansion 
by Iranian reaction which is trying to increase ant stretch 
its influence and the space of land at the expense of the 
territories of our country.

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NORTH OMAN 

AUTHORITY OF SO-CALLED FEDERATION OF ARAB 
AMIRATES MOBILISE REPRESSIVE FORCES 

The authorities in the so=called Federation of Arab Amirates 
mobilised all their repressive machineries after the dis- 
tribution of the front's statement which called for strike 
and which was published by Saut al-Gamahir issued in the 
north of the homeland. It is worth recalling that national 
slogans are pasted on walls in Abu Dhabi streets and houses 
and spread to cover most towns in the north of the homeland. 
Such slogans include: "The Federation Sold - The Shah Bought 
ani "The Game Was Uncovered and the People Knew". 

Following the issue of the statement calling for strike, 
the colonialist authorities arrested 52 citizens iin Abu 
Dhabi before the start of the suspicious celebrations held 
by Zaid by two weeks which clebratbnns are confined to Abu 
Dhabi where tens of triumphal arches were erected while no 
triumphal arches exist in other Amirates. 

It is worth recalling that an eight-member committee from 
Ministries was formed to arrange the celebrations and erected 
more than 40,000 lamps, according to the official gazette of 
the Federation and the Ministries of Abu Dhabi. This committee 
has no other work but to take care of the celebrations while 
our people heel their wounds. As to the sheikh’ of Ajman, 
he took seige in'the police station after the distribution of 
the statement, fearing emergencies. He gave orders to the police 
not to allow any vehicle whatsoever into his kingdom except after 
prompt inspection.
